The Global Korean Commonwealth or a Paraphrase of the Utopic Perspective

Abstract:

There are plenty of differences in the state-administrative structure and concepts of its transformations in the recent
Russian Federation and South Korea. The most significant is the fact that Russia is preoccupied by preserving the unity
of the federation and tolerance among the numerous ethnoses inhabiting it. Korea, in its turn, is making attempts to
create a confederation of the two Korean states, with reunification of the country to follow. Moscow and Seoul are trying
to realize the project on the formation of global communities of compatriots known under the names “Russkiy Mir” (1)
and “Global Korean Commonwealth” (GKC). This article studies the notion of the “Global Korean Commonwealth” under
which its advocates understand the unification of the North and South Koreas forming one single country plus “the third
Korea” [1], consisting of all overseas Koreans. An attempt is made to compare the key notion of the GKC with such
quasi-terms as “Korean super ethnos” and “Korean meta-nation” invented by the Russian-speaking philosophers —
ethnic Koreans from Russia and Uzbekistan. As the formation of the GKC is based on the hypothetical unified Korea,
this paper studies the concepts of the unification and the role of overseas Koreans in inter-Korean relations.
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In speaking about the global (world) Korean commonwealth we should first define the main notion
- commonwealth which in Korean is kongdongch'e (S&H| / $£[E§&) and semantically does not coincide with the notion
of ‘commonwealth’ in English. The roots of the notion of a commonwealth go back to the early 19th c. when the British
Empire allowed its colonies to be self-governed. It was British Prime Minister Rosebery who first used the term in 1884
during his visit to Australia (2).

The history of Western civilization has a lot of similar examples of Commonwealth also known as confederations. In the
late middle ages in Europe there was a Swiss Confederation - Confoederatio Helvetica. As a result of the Dutch
bourgeois revolution of the 16th c. there appeared a confederative Republic of Unified Provinces (the official name-
Republiek der Zeven Verenigde Nederlanden). The German Union was formed in 1815 on the ruins of the Holy
Roman Empire and united about 30 countries before it was dissolved in 1866. On the other side of the Atlantic in the
southern part of the USA from 1861 to 1865 there was the Confederation of 13 southern states that were pro-slavery.
The history of the American confederates was a short one and ended in their defeat in the American Civil War against
the northern states.

FROM CONFEDERATION OF MONO-ETHNIC STATES TO NATIONAL UNIFICATION

The imaginary confederation of the North and South Koreas has little in common with previous world experience. It goes
without saying that the specific nature of the conditional concept “Korean Confederation” is defined by the geo-political
and geo-economic realities of the modern time. However, in my opinion, confederations of the Western world were
formed as military-political unions of provinces, states, and countries with various ethnic compositions. In the case with
the Korean confederation we are speaking about a mono-ethnic people.

For a long time, the North Korean leader Kim Il Sung has been considered the initiator of the idea of a confederative
Korean state. He first used the term in his speech devoted to the 15th anniversary of the liberation of Korea in August,
1960. However, Prof. Balazh Shalontai on the basis of the archival documents writes that even earlier in June of that
year during a private meeting Nikita Khruschevasked Kim |l Sung whether he wanted to put forward an idea of a
confederation of the North and South and immediately got consent [18, 48]. Thus, the initiative of the Kremlin turned
into the concept by Kim Il Sung and 20 years later at the VI Congress of the Workers' Party of Korea (WPK) he again
verbalized it and offered to form the Democratic Confederative Republic Koryo - 112 QI =28t 55l = SEERIFEHFRIEF]
[ ( Koryd minju rydnbang gonghwaguk).

According to Juche and the Constitution of the country, North Korea supports peaceful reunification without interference
of third parties. Kim |l Sung’s initiative of a single Confederative Korean State while preserving the existing public-
political systems of the PDRK and the Republic of Korea has been canonized in the North Korean concept of unification.
Originally the North Korean variant of confederation was not welcomed in Seoul because they saw only unilateral
benefits for Pyongyang and thought that the creation of a state based on the principle of “one country - two systems”
was not realistic.

However, little by little the visions of the North and South started to get closer. The platform for the search of the “golden
mean” became the Korean nationalism, typical for both Koreas and incorporating the ideas of post-colonialism,
communism, Juche and Confucianism. Korean nationalism was manifested in two forms: state and ethnic nationalism.
They are also called “nationalism developing from the top-down nationalism” and “grassrootsnationalism” [6, 22]. The
North Korean propaganda praising Kim Il Sung’s Jucheism, states that the “Korean nation” will become the “greatest in
the world” making it superior and exclusive. Similar phrases and self-esteems can be heard in the South too, which is
why many Western scholars think that works by South Korean professors are quite nationalistic.

The idea of a confederation of the Korean states as an intermediate step in the process of the nation unification has
become close to both Pyongyang and Seoul when a President from the Democratic Party entered the Blue Palace. In
2016 at the VII Congress of the Workers' Party of Korea (WPK) Kim Jong-un — the grandson of Kim Il Sung confirmed
his commitment to the policy of independent reunification of the country and formation of the Democratic Confederative
Republic of Koryo. He also encouraged the people to be ready for a forced unification with the South Korea in case of its
aggression against the PDRK [8]. He also insisted on the withdrawal of the American troops from the South, signing a
Peace treaty with the USA, and resolving all the issues of cooperation and unification of the country without any



interference from outside or, as they put it in Pyongyang Literary Korean, “uri minzok kiri”, i.e. “between us — Koreans”.
The third Kim announced that only realization of those preliminary conditions may serve as a basis for Pyongyang to
refuse from its nuclear program. In South Korea they considered different scenarios of unification but the aim remained
the same - unification of Korea meant formation on the Korean peninsula of a unitary state based on liberal democracy
and market economy. In September 1989 President Roh Tae-woo announced “The Korean National
Community Unification Formula” (3'21F S& A S 202 [19]. The South Korean unification concept through the
formation of a 'national community was given different names by ensuing presidents of the country, but it was a part and
parcel of the three stages in the process of unification: national reconciliation and cooperation, formation of a Korean
Commonwealth, and realization of a unitary state [17].

Projects of a step-by-step unification of Korea proposed Pyongyang and Seoul are similar in their essence [9, 13, 17].
During periods of thawing relations North and South Koreas went through points of convergence and short-term periods
of closer contacts but they never approached the second stage — formation of a Korean Commonwealth — and
eventually got back to the first stage. The second stage includes reaching the “point of no return” when it is possible to
move only forward as the progress achieved in the inter-Korean relations and financial and material expenses and, most
of all, the gained unity of the Korean people will start pushing the processes of unification only in the progressive
direction. Formation of a confederation will be a very important transition stage before a unitary state is created.
However, the loud rhetoric of Seoul and Pyongyang is full of fears that the opposite side is preparing a German-style
scenario of unification-absorption. That is the fundamental difference between Pyongyang and Seoul in the vision of the
ultimate goal of the confederation of the two states. The question is who will absorb whom, preserving its own state-
political and economic system?

THE IMAGINARY SUMMAND OF THE GKC

The third Korea, i.e. all overseas Koreans, is an important component in the formation of the North Korean
Confederation and South Korean Commonwealth. North Korea calls the Koreans living outside of the Korean Peninsula
“hae-oe kungmin” (sl2| = 2I) or “overseas citizens”, while South Korea uses the term “chaeoe kungmin” (X{2| = 2I),
i.e. “foreign citizens”. Regarding localization, the South Korean variant is more precise as the Koreans in China, Russia,
and Central Asia are not separated by sea or ocean from their historical motherland, and therefore they are not
overseas Koreans. As for the name “kukmin” (= 2!), i.e. “citizen”, both sides are wrong because not all foreign Koreans
possess the DPRK or Republic of Korea passports.

In the South there are many other words to call their foreign kinfolk. Until recently the word “kyop'o” (1l X£) has been
widely used, however, it carried some negative connotation: the people who are not just living outside their motherland
but who also have lost ties with it. That is why another word started to be used in its place - “tongp'o” (&), meaning
“brothers, people of the same descent”, “foreign compatriots”. The notion “tongp'o” is more precise in defining the
population of the Koreans abroad and bears the connotation of trans-nationality, emphasizing the community of foreign
Koreans. The notion of “kyop'o”, to the contrary, is focused on the ties with the national state. There are even more
differences in the names.

All Chinese abroad are called huaqgiao (Ef{g) irrespective of in what country they live and how long. It is different with
Koreans and it is more complicated as the Chinese Koreans are called chaoxidnzu (5= Z=MZF; hEAEK),
Japanese Koreans - zainichi chosen-jin ( ZEEH&8f&f A ), American Koreans — hangukgye-migukin (8t= 7 O0|=9!) or in
popular parlance - jaemi kyop'o (M{0] 11 i), the CIS Koreans - koryoin (1121 2! or koryo-saram (ZL2{AtE) etc.

The modern Korean immigrants represent two big groups: those who resettled at the end of the 19th - beginning of the
20th cc. and their descendants who have turned into a diaspora, and new immigrants who started to move to others
countries in the second half of 1960s. They are significantly different from each other as regards their geography of
origin, initial age, gender and social status, citizenship, mentality, language competence, religion, and ties with the
historical motherland. The countries that accepted modern Korean immigrants are different in their level of economic
development, existing political systems, ethnic culture, religion, and languages. [14, 15]

However, irrespective of the peculiarities of the recipient countries and the period of residence there all foreign Korean
diasporas have a lot in common. Local authorities and population consider the Korean communities in the countries of
residence to be model, law-abiding (loyal) and labor-active ethnic minority, well-educated and materially well-off.



Representatives of Korean diasporas often become prominent figures in political and business circles, in the spheres of
science, education, and culture. Besides, foreign Koreans, in contrast to other Asian immigrant diasporas, demonstrate
a high level of adaptation and acculturation in the new environment.

In the modern world there are at least 7 million ethnic Koreans united by their common ethnic origin. The unique feature
of Korean immigrant and diasporic communities is that they have to correlate not only to their geographic place of origin
of their ancestors but also to the two existing Korean states. By force of circumstances the attitude of Chinese and
American Koreans to the North and South Koreas is considerably different. Moreover, sympathy and antipathy to Seoul
and Pyongyang can divide those living in the same country, for instance, “zainichi chdsen-jin” are divided its two camps:
those who are members of the pro-South Korean organization “Mindan” (3) and those who are members of the pro-
North Korean organization “Chongryon” or “Chdsen Soren” (4). Such division can be seen in other foreign Korean
communities. Even inside one family there exists a distance between the generations of parents and children as
regards to language competence, system of values, life stilts, and mentality. Thus, it is clear why Koreans living in two
national states and many countries outside of Korean Peninsula have diverse ideas and positions regarding the issue of
unification.

The destiny of the CIS Koreans is unique as they are closely connected by their Soviet and even more distant past.
They used to have the common language - Russian, which became native for them, good education, high level of inter-
ethnic marriages, urbanized life style, similar mentality incorporating values and principles of the Western and Eastern
civilizations. However, during the last twenty years after the collapse of the Soviet Union there appeared considerable
differences among the Korean diasporas of the CIS that have divided the once united community of the “Soviet
Koreans” [4, 7].

Thus, there are no grounds to speak about even imaginary or virtual Third Korea, as there is no unity of foreign Koreans
with one single idea or purpose. However, the absence of a single, organized community of foreign Koreans does not
mean that American, Chinese, Russian, or Kazakhstani Koreans or to be precise, smart and prominent figures among
them cannot contribute to the process of unification of the two Korean states.

Professor Vladimir F. Lee in his presentation at the International conference devoted to the 70th anniversary of the
deportation of Koreans from the Far East to Central Asia and Kazakhstan spoke about a very important contribution
made by the best representatives of the Soviet Korean elite to the process of improving the inter-Korean dialog [5, 95-
98]. He mentioned some little-known facts, for instance, the contribution of the Deputy Director of the Institute of Oriental
Studies, corresponding member of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR Georgiy F. Kim to the development of
Moscow foreign policy in the Korean Peninsula. He managed to convince some influential orientalist like
Academician Primakov E.M., Director of the Institute of Oriental Studies of the USSR Academy of Sciences and others
that Moscow could play a much more important role in the process of peaceful unification of Korea, if it established
balanced relations with Seoul and Pyongyang. In October, 1988 the Central Committee of the Communist Party held a
closed meeting with the leading political analysts including V. M. Falin - Secretary of the CC of the Communist Party. As
a result of that meeting “Analytical Note” was compiled and signed by Valentin M. Falin, Yevgeny M. Primakov - Director
of the Institute of World Economy and International Relations and Georgiy F. Kim. It stated the necessity of a radical turn
for the USSR in its relations with South Korea and issues of the Korean Peninsula.

Lee V. F. offered many examples of the mediatory mission of famous Soviet (later Russian) Koreans. A special mention
was made of Kho Din - Academician of the RANS (5), one of the founders of the Korean national movement in the
USSR and Russia, who maintained close ties with a lot of friends and colleagues in the Republic of Korea, China, USA,
Japan and other countries, and was a member of many committees and commissions on peaceful unification of Korea.

Professor Lee V. F. himself made a great contribution to the theory of the issue of the divided Korea, mission of Russia
in improving inter-Korean relations and ways of resolving the Korean problem. It was not by chance that when he
was the head of the Asian Pacific Center of the Russian Diplomatic Academy of the MFA, the future President of Korea
and future Nobel Peace Prize winner - Kim Dae Jung defended there his Ph.D. thesis “Tragedy and Hopes of the
Korean Democracy” [3].

We know many cases when peoples or countries were divided. Even peoples that do not or did not have their own
states; Jews, Gypsies or Kurds can be called divided people. Situations with India, China, Germany, Korea, Vietnam and



other countries do not provide answers to the question: what are the typical, similar and common features of such a
phenomenon. In the Korean case, we speak about the division of one country into two states and one single people into
two nations.

THE TERMS PARAPHRASE OF THE UTOPIC PERSPECTIVE

Unification of Korea is a precondition for an imaginary Global Korean Community called by a Russian Korean
philosopher Gerassim A. Yugai “Korean super-ethnos”. He meant not their racial or ethno-genetic superiority but super-
ethnic composition. A super-ethnos (Lat. super — above + Greek £Bvog — people) in the passionary theory of
ethnogenesis by the Russian scholar and thinker Lev N. Gumilevis an ethnic system, the superior link in the ethnic
hierarchy composed of several ethnoses that simultaneously appeared in the same landscape region, being interrelated
by economic, ideological, and political communication and manifesting itself in the history as a mosaic integrity. G. Yugai
states that “Korean super-ethos originally, from the very beginning of its history was a supra-national formation,
incorporating Tungus-Manchurian-Chinese-Korean tribes. Historically they gave rise to the two sources of Korean super-
ethnos: Central Asian: including proto-Altaic tribes and proto-Chinese. Then the third source was added to those two:
Austronesian tribes” [11] .

Taking in consideration historical reality of the participation of different tribes in the ethnogenesis of all modern peoples
of the world and “convergency cultures”, G. Yugai states that all ethnoses of the world and modern Russia are super-
ethnoses. [11, 22] He calls the Russian Koreans, who organically adopted the non-Korean culture, “super ethnic
hybrids”.

If one reads the brochure by G. Yugai attentively, one can came to the conclusion that he made an attempt to adapt his
ideas about super-ethoses to the theory of L. Gumilev. He thinks that Korean super-ethnoses exist as super-ethnic
groups in the USA, China, Japan and other countries where the number of ethnic Koreans is at least several hundred
thousand. The world Korean super-ethnos should unite the Korean nation, i.e. all Koreans on the Korean Peninsula and
beyond. The ideas of super-ethnos of G. Yugai are rather vague and it is quite difficult to make it out behind countless
excursuses into secondary aspects that have little to do with the original theory of super-ethos by L. Gumilev.

A great Eurasian, prominent historian and ethnologist Gumilev summed up his concept shortly and clearly: A super-
ethnos is a result of the distribution of passionarity in the space and time from the source of the ethnogenesis, appearing
as a result of external, natural impact on the population living there. “Super-ethnos is defined not by its size but
exclusively by the degree of its inter-ethnic closeness”. [2, 15] In this regard we can talk about the probability of
formation of the Korean super-ethnos under the condition of unified Korea and consolidation of all foreign Koreans.

Ten years later, after the publication of the work by the Russian philosopher on Korean super-ethnos, the idea of the
“International Korean community” was voiced in Tashkent. Uzbekistani philosopher V. Khan initiated usage of the
notion of a meta-nation instead of the earlier proposed term by his Russian colleague. He stated that “within the
frameworks of the discussion of the concept of ‘super-ethnos’ (G.Yugai writes it as one word) the notion ‘super-ethnos’
itself has been criticized many times as the prefix -‘super’ was thought to express superiority of Koreans of other
ethnoses. Instead, Khan proposed to use the familiar term “meta-nation” in the case with Koreans, claiming to be the
pioneer of introducing the term into the academic discourse on the Korean ethnos. [10, 95-105]

There are two diametrically opposite points of view on “meta-nation” as a supra-ethnic community. The first one denies
it, giving an example of the failed attempt to create a new formation - Soviet people, which was declared a supra-ethnic
formation and new single population of all the peoples of the Soviet Union. The declared single American nation uniting
immigrants from different countries of the world according to one common criterion - United States citizenship, has many
names-comparisons: “patchwork”, “salad bowl”, which clearly point to the fact that the “American melting pot” failed to
produce a single “meta-nation”.

According to the second point of view, the world is going through the process of formation and development of meta-
nations: American, Chinese, Russian, Korean etc. The first three are the case of a supra-ethnic community and the last
one - Korean is the case of a mono-ethnic community uniting the Koreans from North and South of the Korean
Peninsula and all Koreans living abroad.



The modern world is facing a struggle between two tendencies: on the one hand, the nations are moving towards
independence, creation or maintaining of the national states and, on the other hand, hey are striving to form bigger
polyethnic communities, powerful super-nations. That is why, on the world map instead of the Soviet Union and Eastern
bloc there appeared about twenty new states, while on the other side of the world there is a concentration of power of
the super-states and such supra-national alliances as the European Union, ASEAN, or BRICS.

There appeared another tendency with the aim of creating super-nations on the religious basis, for instance, in the
Muslim world there is a movement for establishing of an Islamic state or “Worldwide Caliphate”.

As for the consolidation of the foreign Koreans into the so-called “Third Korea”, actually it does not exit. All numerically
big Korean communities in China, USSR, USA, and Japan are living in parallel worlds without any significant contacts
among them. After the Cold War, collapse of the Soviet Union and the Eastern bloc there were no noticeable changes in
the process of establishing long-lasting and stable ties among the foreign Korean diasporas and immigrant communities.
More than that, to the existing division of the Japanese Koreans into the pro-South and pro-North Koreans was added
the fragmentation of the once single community of the Soviet Koreans who became “Uzbek”, “Kazakhstani”, “Russian”,
and other Koryo-in. In many western countries there are no interrelations between the so-called “old and new-comers” in
the immigrant Korean community, i.e. early resettles who have already gone through the process of acculturation in
recipient countries and the new-comer’s compatriots.

Until the end of the 20th c. the ethnic motherland - North and South Koreas have not had any developed strategy
regarding their foreign compatriots. The reasons for it go back to the Cold War era and bipolar division of the world and
were explained by weak economy and lack of financial means for millions of foreign compatriots and the unsolved
question: who should be considered as such? North Korea directed all of its motherly love at those loyal to it members
of Chongryon. [15] In South Korea there was a prolonged discussion involving politicians, scholars, mass media, non-
governmental organizations and leaders of foreign Korean communities that covered a wide range of issues. Firstly,
who can be considered compatriots? Secondly, what kind of identity should be considered determining for foreign
Koreans: national or ethnic? Thirdly, how to define periods in the history of emigration and repatriation; fourthly, it is
necessary to understand what is more preferable for South Korea: to support and preserve numerically important and
influential foreign Korean diasporas or to open the doors for repatriation of compatriots. Fifth, how to get feedback from
foreign diasporas and consolidate them around their historical motherland. Finally, what should be done for establishing
a “deterritorialized national state” incorporating all foreign compatriots? [17, 1-17] Many of those key questions have
remained without any answer.

CONCLUSION

There are two obvious tendencies on the Korean peninsula: on one hand, it is preservation of the two national states
with different social-political and economic systems, on the other, dreams and plans to unite the country and create a
single Korea being cherished by both Seoul and Pyongyang. However, the way it will look is seen differently to the south
or north of the 38th parallel and the concept of unification is far from the consensus. It is proposed that in the case of
unification there can be preconditions for the unification of all the Koreans in the world and formation of the Korean
meta-nation. However, it is highly possible that such preconditions will not even appear. Nobody talks about meta-
nations or super-nations in unified Germany or Vietnam, not to mention Yemen. All the attempts of wishful thinking or
illusory World Korean community called by different quasi-terms bring to the memory a good Russian proverb about not
putting the cart before the horse.

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Abstract:

"Labour" camps - as concentration camps were called by ustash - are places of eerie, martyrdomous death. It is known
that in Jasenovac they made embankments along the Sava River from corpses. Jasenovac camp (1941-1945) is the
most monstrous concentration camp in the Balkans, and by the committed atrocities and methods of torture people are
among the most terrible in all then occupied Europe. Even 1171 catholic priests killed serbian elders, women and
children, cooperated with ustashes or provided them with significant assistance. Among them, 27 franciscans were
professors and even 108 were doctors of science. The monstrous villain, Lyubo Milos, is known to admit that more than
a thousand serbs were stabbed in one night in Jasenovac. The Jasenovac camp, established in August 1941 and
destroyed by ustashes in april 1945, covered an area of about 210 hectares. It was a system of camps, where,
according to still revealed data, over 730 thousand serbs were killed. In Gradina alone, the largest execution site of the
Jasenovac camps, over 400 thousand children, elders, men and women suffered.
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Many serb children were burned alive in Jasenovac. This was taken care of by construction engineer Hinko Dominik
Picili, head of the labor service of the Jasenovac system camps. He joined the ustash service in 1942, becoming head
of labor service at Camp lll Brick factory in Jasenovac. He remained in this position until the end of 1994, when he was
appointed to the position of camp chief. According to the testimonies of prisoners, he designed crematoriums from the
brick kilns, where alive and murdered prisoners were burned from February to May 1942. Picili is one of the harshest
ustashes of all time in Jasenovac's existence. The Jasenovac camp authorities entrusted Pitsili with the construction of
two crematoria - one in an old brick factory, and the other in Hradina. In a short time, Pitsili made several small ones
from one brick kiln, installing partitions. The only common thing was the crematorium chimney. In each of the furnaces
thus obtained, 50 adults and 100 children could be burned at once. Over 600 people were swallowed by the
crematorium in one night. The door opened outward, to a tunnel, a wide lobby of incandescent hell. At first, prisoners
were thrown into the furnace, who built it according to Pitsili's sketches. In a few minutes they turned to ash, and Pitsili
himself remained satisfied with his monstrous project. The temperature in the Pitsili crematorium exceeded 2000
degrees.

The organizer of the serb Holocaust from 1941 to 1945 lived peacefully in the Vatican, and the executioners were croats
turned into catholics. The fanaticism of Paveljic and Stepinac is confirmed by numerous reports. The process of
'cleansing the Croatian nation' began with the killing of Serbian children, even infants, along with adults. Children from
cradle to 14 years old were killed. The only place in all of Europe where there were special camps for children was
Croatia.

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INTRODUCTION

The topic of article - Jasenovac is the largest concentration camp for serbs in the Balkans in World War Il in the
Independent State of Croatia (ISC), - for us, serbs, it is very painful.

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So, thank you, dear brothers and sisters, for understanding this topic is key for us and future generations, for our history,
for the truth. Especially on the international level, as the Vatican prepares to proclaim as a saint the ustash-Croatian
Cardinal Aloisie Stepinac, who during the pogroms in World War 1l blessed the mass atrocities committed against serbs
in the ISC. One third of the serbian people were exterminated. Today, Europe, the Roman Catholic Church, the Vatican,
the "Church by the Croats," want to be declared him a saint. That Stepinac is in the same rank as our Saint Savva, or
Russian saints Alexander Nevsky, Vladimir Moskovsky, Seraphim Sarovsky? We must prevent this from happening.

JASENOVAC - A DEATH CAMP FOR SERBS IN THE INDEPENDENT STATE OF CROATIA

Jasenovac, the death concentration camp in the Independent State of Croatia (a fascist state in the service of Nazi
Germany) was the most monstrous place to destroy the youth and future of the serbian people. The concentration
camps in ISC (1), and there were about 30 of them, are in no way inferior to the horrors suffered by the Jewish people in
Nazi Germany and throughout Europe during World War II.

We serbs have always understood this. From our tragic history, we know what genocide is. In our own skin, we have
experienced in recent history what it means to demonize a people who have suffered for centuries, and to kill, expel,
and turn into catholics them again, as it happened to serbs in Croatia from 1991 to this day, but also in previous
centuries. It is quite correct that the genocide of serbs is still going on, as some Serbian historians and
academics have said!

Something connects Jasenovac and Srebrenica, which we serbs are not allowed to talk about! During World War 11, the
horrific genocide of the serbs was committed in ISC, and for decades serbs were forbidden to speak and write the truth
about Jasenovac. But then the truth about mass atrocities and places of execution in ISC resurrected... many pits with
serbian bones began to be dug in Croatia and Herzegovina in the 80s... then came the new war of 1991-1995... and
serbs did not go as sheep to slaughter for the first time... they defended the threshold of their house, their children, their
grandfather's legacy... and they are to blame for surviving because they had to disappear from Croatia and Bosnia and
Herzegovina. Everything was done in order to repeat the genocide of the serbs. General Ratko Mladic, glorified brave
commander of the Army of Republika Srpska, our living legend, defended his people, who remained defenseless.
Everyone was preparing for war - both Croatians and Muslims - with the help of Western powers, and only serbs, naive
and unarmed, believed that the state, built for all peoples in Yugoslavia with their own blood, would not be destroyed.

The general was imprisoned in the Hague and is being tried for preventing a repeat of the serb genocide. He did
what any honest military leader would do, as would all our officers, generals who were tried in the Hague for defending
Kosovo and Metohija, the serbs in Croatia, Bosnia ... they had to be punished for this purpose by a court created in the
Hague as an accomplice of NATO. The Hague Tribunal is NATO and american revenge on the best serbian soldiers, in
a word: the REVENGE of the mighty and the evil.

Will it ever be known how many serbs were killed in the ustash camps between 1941 and 19457 According to the still
inaccessible data from the Military Archive of then Yugoslavia, more than 1,23 million serbs were killed in the
ISC. According to the report of Prof. Dr. Srbolyub Zivanovi¢ [1, p. 49-55], with a group of outstanding specialists who
had been conducting research in Jasenovacfor several months in 1964, it was scientifically determined that at
least 730 thousand serbs, over 230 thousand serbian children, about 23 thousand Jews and 38 thousand
gypsies had been killed there. After this discovery, Prof. Zivanovic, now an academician at the Royal Academy of
Great Britain, a doctor of medical sciences and anthropologist, had to flee Serbia to escape the revenge of the Tito
regime. Immediately after the end of World War I, I. Tito ordered all the pits into which serbian children, old people
and women were thrown to sleep. For generations who grew up in the SFRY, the suffering in concentration camps in
the ISC for decades was said to have affected the anti-fascists and their families. | myself am from those generations.
We did not know the truth about what Jasenovac represented in reality. And we did not know that ISC also had
the Jastrebarsko camp, the only concentration camp in the world for children, where serbian children were
systematically killed between 1941 and 1945. [1, p. 45-59]

If we bear in mind that the vast majority of croats are of serbian origin (serbs turned into catholics in the last two
centuries), this atrocity becomes even more monstrous. The brothers are killing their brothers because they are not



catholics, but orthodox. The serbian people, who created the Greater Yugoslavia, achieved freedom for all nations in this
part of the Balkans with their own blood.

The ISC would not have been able to commit genocide against the serbian population in Croatia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina and part of Vojvodina that had been taken over by Hitler without the great support of the Roman Catholic
Church and the Pope himself.

The serbian people have never been easy: although they are the largest in the Balkans, always sacrificing themselves
for the freedom of the surrounding peoples, instead of gratitude they received a knife in the back. After the Nazi
bombings of April 6, 1941, when Belgrade was destroyed and the Army destroyed, the minor king Peter was taken to
Great Britain... the Serbian people were left at the mercy of the fascist ustash. When the Nazi boot stepped into
Belgrade, destroying everything in its path, the serbs immediately resisted, while the arrival of Hitler's troops in Croatia
on April 10, 1941, in the streets of Zagreb was massively and forcefully welcomed. Euphoria came with the Nazi
establishment of the ISC. For the Croatians, the nazis and Hitler were "liberators". Hitler welcomed the creation of
the monstrous state of ISC, which had been systematically killing serbs for four years and four months. Tens of
thousands of serbs died in several hundred pits in Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina. The real and terrible number of
interrupted innocent serbs will never be known.

Before continuing our speech about Jasenovac, | would like to inform you that the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Serbia
with Minister Daci€, 73 years later, at the beginning of 2018 year, the UN has organized an exhibition about the suffering
of the serbs in Jasenovac, with photos, documents. The guests of the exhibition were the surviving prisoners, who
talked about the horrors in Jasenovac. In the Croatian state, since the war of 1991-1995, which is becoming closer to
the ustash formation from 1941, the serbs are still unsafe. Croatia reacted strongly, calling the UN exhibition a
provocation, a danger to Serb-Croatian relations. Croatia immediately claimed that Serbia was «manipulating and
misrepresenting the exhibition» by using the victims' suffering for «propaganda purposes». It even pressured Serbia not
to talk about Jasenovac anymore!

And how did the genocide of the serbs in ISC begin in general? [2, c. 17-20]. Already in the middle of April 1941 in the
hospital building in the city of Glina the Minister of Justice Dr. Marko Puk held a secret meeting with leading leaders,
where it was decided to immediately begin systematic liquidation of serbs, jews and other undesirable elements". On
June 1, 1941, Dr. Milan Zarko, ustash Minister and Commissioner for Internal Affairs of Pavelié¢ (2) in Nova Gradj$ka
city Dr. Milan Jarko 1 June 1941, spoke threateningly about the policy of the ustash ISC:

«It must be the land of the croatians and no one else. And there is no method that we as ustashes do not use to
make this land croatian and to clean it from serbs».

In Zagreb, in public places, there were inscriptions: «Access to serbs, jews and gypsies is forbidden». The serbs wore a
blue bandage with the letter O (Orthodox), or red with the inscription «Serbeny.

DEPORTATIONS AND KILLINGS OF CHILDREN

Subsequent proposals belong to Hitler, and in a sense will serve us to find out where the children from mount Kozara
(3) died. At least 40 thousand boys and girls from Kozara (4) died in the ustash-croatian death camps, and
thousands of babies without parents were sent to Germany as fresh slavic blood for childless nazi families.

"The least we can do is to stop the further flow of slavic blood... Therefore, it is our duty to exterminate these peoples!
We will have to develop the technique of extermination. If they ask me what | mean by extermination of population, | will
answer that | mean destruction of whole racial units. This is exactly what | am going to implement. If | send the color of
the german nation into the heat of war, without the slightest pity spilling precious german blood, then without a doubt |
have the right to destroy millions of people of inferior race who breed like worms. | will not destroy all these people, but |
will prevent the breeding of the Slavs. Therefore, | will separate men from women. There are many ways by which you
can systematically, relatively painlessly and at least without bloodshed t o achieve the extinction of undesirable for
us peoples. One of the most important tasks of german policy in the future will be that by all means to stop further
distribution of the slavic people” - Hitler threatened. [3, p. 17-18], [8], [9, p. 666-668].



That's how children from Ukraine, Belarus, Russia died...

Data on the number of children deported to Jasenovac are unreliable, and the titoist stamp and historical records show
figures of 23,858, 40 thousand, or 68 thousand. Broz did not want to demonize his Croatian people and ustashes, so it
was impossible to mention the serbian people as victims during his regime. The documents stated that «innocent
Croatian citizens and anti-fascists» had suffered. The report of the State Commission from 1946 «The atrocities in the
Jasenovac campy» [4], hardly mentions the Serb people as victims. Moreover, not a single serb was among the members
of the State Commission, which had condemned the tired after World War 1l. Nor were there any serbs among the
surviving prisoners who testified before the commission. Usually, the testimony was given by croatians, slovenes or
jews. As if there was no genocide of serbs in ISC. Josip Broz Tito intentionally supported genocide of serbian people by
silence of croatian atrocities. Therefore it is not surprising that the world did not know about serbian Auschwitz. About 30
concentration and assembly camps have been established on the territory of ISC: Danica near Koprivnica, Virovitica,
Vinkovci, Dzjakovo, Gornja Rijeka, Kostajnica, Shadow near Osijek, Jadovno, Gospic, Jasenovac, Kerestinec, Karlovac,
Horvatska Dubica, Don Miholjac, Jastrebarsko, Krusc€ica near Travnik, Lepoglava, Logor Grad, Zemun, Stara Hradiska,
Slavonska Pozhega, Slano and Metaina on the island of Pag, Sisak (brick factory), Lobor in Croatian Zagorje,
Stupacinovo, Tsaprag, Saimishte (fairgrounds), Camp Villa Luburic, Children's camp in Livno.

«Labor» camps - as ustashes called concentration camps - places of eerie, martyrdom. It is known that in Jasenovac,
embankments along the Sava River were made of corpses. Jasenovac camp (1941-1945) - the most monstrous
concentration camp in the Balkans, and by the committed atrocities and methods of torture people are among the most
horrific in all then occupied Europe. According to research, the croatian death camp worked for 1,337 days. Children,
women, old people were killed there with incredible speed. It is known that the Lyubo Milos was admitted that in one
night more than a thousand serbs were stabbed in Jasenovac. The Jasenovac camp, established in August 1941 and
destroyed by fatigue in April 1945, covered an area of about 210 hectares. It was a system of camps, where, according
to still revealed data, over 730 thousand serbs were killed. In Gradina alone, the largest execution site of the Jasenovac
camps, over 400 thousand children, elders, men and women suffered.

In summer 1942, thousands of serbian children were taken out of the Stara Gradiska camp (the fifth sub-camp of
Jasenovac) and killed on the right bank of the Sava. The croatian soldiers saved ammunition, and the serbian children
were killed with hammers. They called this kind of killing «hammering». For young children, instant death occurred,
and for older children, they beat them at the common grave with smaller hammers, only stunning the children, so that
they died in terrible agony. All this was done intentionally, because from the very beginning all the camps, including
Jasenovac, followed the order of the ustashian poglavnik: the victim should die as long as possible. During the
interrogation, the Ustashian criminals Ljubo Milos and Vekoslav Maistorovic showed that such children's cemeteries,
due to poor and grounded boys and girls, were still «breathing» a few days after the massacre. This is how living
Serbian children died underground.

Ustashian executioner Ljubo Milos [3, p., 97-98] gave the following testimony at the trial in Zagreb in 1947:

"People arrived by train or on foot. There were also Turin minister, Catholic pop Krunoslav Draganovic and Ivica
Matkovic, one of the chiefs of the Jasenovac camp. It was a committee that received serbs from Kozara. Most were
assigned to the Jasenovac and Stara Hradiska camps, where they were eliminated. | was then with the minister of Turin
and Draganovic. The serbs were let down from their cars, and they had to run to the camp, tied up. In front of the
entrance, they were ordered to sit down, and so they were kept until the evening, and then they were liquidated in
Gradina by Fra Maistorovic-Filipovic (a Franciscan Catholic monk nicknamed «maistor» (master) for his ability to kill).
They were children and women, several tens of thousands. The liquidation procedure was as follows: upon arrival of the
transport to Jasenovac, it was transferred to the railway line, which was located in the camp itself, where it remained
until the liquidation. The massacres took place mostly at night. | remember that several times during the day groups
consisting of over 500 internees were killed. Night-time killings reached the figure of over 1500. The inflow of
interned persons was increasing, several times a week, and even daily. The total number of interned, eliminated in the
Jasenovac camp "Brick Factory” and its environs, both under me and during the whole time of the existence of the
Jasenovac camp, not only me, but nobody could indicate, because the transports sent for liquidation were not recorded
in books anywhere, in any case, so that it was impossible to know the number of eliminated people. This number is
huge, it is incomprehensible to me".



VATICAN AND GENOCIDE OF SERBS

The executioners, but only a few, after the war came a fair punishment. Many of them managed, thanks to Tito's
support, to escape to the United States, Argentina. Some boasted that Broz Tito personally helped them, for
example, Slavko Dasovic, who a few decades later returned to Croatia to die in it. Vekoslav Max Luburic - a German
agent, a ustash criminal - paid with his life on April 20, 1969 in Spain. He was personally responsible for the deaths of
230,000 Serbian elders, women and children. The chief of Jasenovac, Vekoslav Maystorovic-Filipovic, was brought
to justice in 1945. On behalf of the State commission, Fra Satan was interrogated by croatian Voydrag Bercic. Lawyers,
doctors, a secretary - all were Croats, except for one Jew. The serbs suffered incomparably the most, and in the trial
against Maistorovic there were almost no Serbs. This is also not a coincidence! Filipovic, i.e. Maistorovic confessed to
the atrocities he had committed. In court he defended himself with a statement that he cut serbian children so that they
would not grow up to be criminals. In Zagreb, he was sentenced to execution in June 1945. The Vatican, the Roman
Catholic Church, never dissociated itself from Maistorovic and his atrocities, for during the war he was their obedient
franciscan monk.

The SAD atrocities commission mentions 1400 catholic priests who were actively involved in massacres and killings,
while Milan Bulajic found that 1,171 catholic priests killed serbian elders, women and children, cooperated with tired
people or provided them with significant assistance. Among them, 27 franciscans were professors and even 108
doctors of science. Ante Pavelic awarded all of these «heroes» for their «high merits» in the ISC.

The massacre of serbs was organized by over 130 roman catholic priests, 28 of them personally «distinguished
themselves» in the massacre. The book «Jasenovac camp» by Dr. Nikola Nikolic [5], a croatian doctor who survived
the camp, states that the franciscan monk Dr. Sre¢ko Peric ordered the believers in front of the altar in a church in
Croatia: «Croatians, go and kill all serbs, but kill my sister who married a serb first. After that, go back to church and
receive forgiveness for all that you have done!» At the same time, on August 20, 1941, over five thousand serbs and
serbian children were stabbed. The franciscan monk Dr. Aloisije Cosic was awarded the croatian order for atrocities
against serbs, jews and gypsies. Catholic parish priest Nikola Bilogrivic was one of the organizers of the extermination
of serbs, jews and gypsies in Banja Luka.

The Roman Catholic clergy openly helped Pavelic and Aloise Stepinac (5) to make Croatia a horrible genocide site. The
Roman Catholic Church was sympathetic to all these atrocities, and even to the words of the pathological hatred of the
Franciscan monk and governor Simié, who called: "To kill all serbs as soon as possible is our program.

Many serbian children were burned alive in Jasenovac. This was taken care of by construction engineer Hinko Dominik
Picili, head of the labor service of the system of the Jasenovac camps. He joined the ustasha service in 1942,
becoming head of labor services at Camp Ill Brick Factory in Jasenovac. He remained in this position until the end of
1944, when he was appointed head of the camp. According to the testimonies of prisoners, he designed crematoriums
from the brick kilns, where alive and murdered prisoners were burned from February to May 1942. Picili is one of the
harshest trenches in the history of Jasenovac. The head of the Jasenovac camp entrusted Pitsili with the construction of
two crematoriums, one in an old brick factory and one in Hradin. In a short time, Picili made several small brick kilns
from one kiln by installing partitions. Only the chimney of the crematorium was common. In each of the kilns obtained in
this way, 50 adults and 100 children could be immediately burned. In one night the crematorium was swallowed by more
than 600 people. The door opened to the outside, to the tunnel, wide lobby of the red-hot hell. The furnace was first
thrown into the furnace by the prisoners who had built it according to Picili sketches. Within minutes, they turned into
ashes, and Picili himself was satisfied with his monstrous project. The temperature in Pitsili crematorium was over 2000
degrees Celsius. Pitsili and the camp commander, Max Luburic, sought to keep the crematorium secret. The
executioners were afraid that the prisoners would hear the screams of people being burned alive and revolt. Ventilation
in the crematorium did not work. In the crematorium of Pitsili, according to numerous witnesses (Vojislav Kovacevic,
Branko Balja, Josip Her$ak, Marijan Hebner), about 20 thousand dead and alive people, women and children were
burned, and in 1945, with the former chiefs of camp Ill Brick Factory Lyubo Milos, Dinko Sakic and Miroslav Filipovic,
he organized the burning of the killed and dead prisoners to hide the atrocities committed. He also participated in the
liquidation of the remaining prisoners in March 1945. After the war, he disappeared without a trace.

PREBILOVTSY — VILLAGE OF SERBIAN GOLGOTHA

During World War I, the Independent State of Croatia committed a horrific genocide against the serbian people.
According to the Military Archive of the SFRY, ISC swallowed 1,132 million Serbian lives. Official history says that in
Jasenovac alone, the most brutal death camp, 780 thousand serbs were killed, including 230 thousand serbian children.
We Serbs must never forget this. Unfortunately, the world still does not know about the genocide of the serbian people,
which is still ongoing, while collectively accusing the serbian people for Srebrenica, which is an insidious historical lie
that is trying to cover up the genocide of Serbs in the ISC.

During the World War Il, there were 30 concentration camps in ISC, including 26 in Croatia itself. During World War Il,
ISC covered present-day Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as Vojvodina, which was forcibly taken away by
Serbia and annexed to then fascist Croatia. ISC had the only concentration camp in the world for Serbian children,
Jastrebarsko [7, p. 27-29], near Zagreb. There children were poisoned, slaughtered, or alive thrown into pits dug by
nuns of the franciscan monastery, where the camp was located. In the franciscan monastery of Jastrebarsko killed about
20 thousand serbian children aged from two to twelve years.

This terrifying concentration camp was visited three times during World War |l by the leader of the croatian Roman
Catholic Church, Aloisie Stepinac, who ordered the destruction of the Serbs in the ISC. Today, the Roman Catholic Church,
Vatican and Croatia want to proclaim him to be a saint. They want Stepinac to be in the same rank as Russian saints
Serafim Sarovsky, Sergey Radonezhsky, Viadimir Moscowsky, and St. Sava Serbsky? We must prevent this from
happening!

I would like to tell a few words about the Serbian village in ISC, which the Japanese newspaper "Asahi Simbun" wrote
about as the fourth most suffering village in the world. Then, on August 6, 1941, in a rich village of one thousand
inhabitants, croatian ustash soldiers entered and carried out a terrible massacre of 826 women, old men and
children. 67 families of the village were eliminated. Only 150 residents survived. The Communist authorities hid the
truth about Prebilovtsy and the surrounding villages, where four thousand more serbs were killed, for a long time.

We cite the example of Prebilovtsy village because in the 1990s, relatives of the victims went down into concrete pits
and on August 4, the martyrs' bones were transferred to the crypt of the memorial church of the Cathedral of Serbian
Saints. The liturgy was served by Serbian Patriarch Pavel. There they repaired only one year, because in the war in
Croatia in 1992, Croatia and the army of Tudjman bombed the church, and the crypt, and the whole village. That is how
the Prebilovtsy martyrs were killed for the second time. Five years ago, a new church was erected on the site of the
ruined one, and the fragments of the exploded bones of the Serbian martyrs are again buried in the crypt of the new
church of the Holy Ascension.

Now 47 serbs live in the village, who managed to survive the recent war in Croatia.

| remember a meeting with Miladin Ekmecic from the village Prebilovtsy. He told me that his father Branko on August 6,
1941 was left without his wife Mileva and three sons. In 1947, God sent him again his wife Mileva, who gave birth to
three sons. Miladin received the name of his dead brother. Prebilovtsy is a symbol of serbian suffering and resurrection
with a biblical message.

Footnotes

. The Independent State of Croatia (abbreviated as ISC) was a quisling (puppet) state created on part of the

occupied Kingdom of Yugoslavia, which existed with the help of Hitler's Germany under the ustash regime from
1941 to 1945. ISC remained recorded in history on atrocities and genocide of serbs, jews, gypsies and
dissidents of croats, mainly communists. ISC was headed by Ante Pavelic with his ustash: this fascist
organization was created in 1929 with the help of fascist Italy, which provided training centers, financial and
political assistance. Support also came from supporters of the Croatian party of law, founded by Ante StarCevic
in the late 19th century. The ISC program, formulated by Matte Budak, provided for the cleansing of Croatia of
the serbs - "one third to kill, one third to expel, and the remaining third to assimilate. Concentration camps were
established on ISC premises, the most famous of which was the Jasenovac camp.

. Ante Pavelich (Bradina, July 14, 1889 - Madrid, December 28, 1959) - one of the founders and leaders of the

Nazi-fascist ustash movement and a war criminal. After the occupation of Yugoslavia, by decision of the Nazi
invader, he headed the puppet Independent State of Croatia with the title of patron saint.

. Kozara is a mountain in the northwestern part of Republika Srpska, Bosnia and Herzegovina, bordered by the

Savoy rivers in the north, Vrbas in the east, Sanaia in the west and Gomjenica. Peak Kozara Lisina (978
meters above sea level). The mountain stretches from northwest to southeast, covering seven municipalities:
Novi Grad, Kostainica, Kozarska Dubica, Hradiska, Laktasi, Banja Luka and Priedor. During World War Il, the
largest offensive of the Ustashevik-fascist forces against partisan units, during June and July 1942, 90% of the
population, mostly children and women, were killed.

. Ustashes killed serbs by stabbing them on the spot where they were taken prisoner, or by sledgehammering on

the banks of the Sava River near Bosanska-Dubica, and some, at the request of the german authorities,
primarily Gleise von Horstenau, were sent to Germany to work. Among the latter, the survival rate was much
higher. The rest were sent to Croatian concentration camps, mostly in Jasenovac and Stara Hradiska. The
captured people were transported in groups of thousands to Jasenovac, and some to nearby temporary camps
near Bosanska Dubica, Kostainica and others, from where they were sent to Jasenovac, where the victims
were immediately killed. In the testimonies of Jews collected in the book «Memories of the Jews of the
Jasenovac camp» it is stated that the tired people quickly got rid of a huge number of people from Kozara.
According to these testimonies, the Ustashi hangmen in those days of the largest massacre of the inhabitants
of Kozara «walked around the camp all day long, laughing in front of the prisoners, singing and boasting that
today they had a lot of work».According to ustash and german documents, more than 80 thousand people
were taken as prisoners in the attack on Kozara. The memorial park in Kozara collected an incomplete list of
33,398 killed civilians of Kozara, while the fate of many missing people is still unknown, especially Serbian
children.

. Aloisie Stepinac (1898-1960) - Zagreb archbishop, cardinal and blessed Roman Catholic Church. He

participated in the mass conversion of Orthodox Serbs to Catholicism, i.e. the Croatians on the territory of the
ustash ISC. From the very beginning of his reign, he cooperated well with Ante Pavelic. He blessed the
massacres of serbs.

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Abstract:

Italians experienced migration to Germany well before WWI, and from 1938 to 1943. After 8 of September 1943 Nazi
Germany wanted more and more workers from ltaly, but Italians disliked going to work voluntarily in Germany. So,
Germans and the puppet RSI government begun to organize mops up of anti Fascists, people in strike, unemployed
men and women, and draft dodgers. More than 100.000 Italians were dispatched to German factories, farms and
building yards, mainly forcibly. Also 500.000 Italian soldiers captured by Nazi on 8 of September 1943, 100.000 workers
obliged to remain in Germany after the Armistice and some thousands of Italian migrants from other European countries
became enforced laborers for the German war effort. All of them experienced violence, harsh discipline, hunger and
cold. Many of the Italians were sent by the Germans to concentration camps as political prisoners, where their mortality
rate was 45%. ltalians became the fourth largest group of forced laborers in Germany after the Soviet, Polish and
French people. After June 1944, ltaly became the main source of human resources for forced labor in the
Reich.

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INTRODUCTION

This report is a short summary of a much more large research about Italian enforced laborers (1), directed by professor
Brunello Mantelli and sponsored by the National Association of the former War prisoners (ANRP), the Foundation
Memory for the future, and the Foundation Memory of the deportation, with the economic support of German Federal
Republic’s Ministry of the Foreign Affairs. This is a work in progress project, and the researches are continuing to
produce books, reports to conferences, and essays [9] (2).

We have to take in count long lasting relationships between lItalian and German areas, to explain the history of Italian
job in Germany. Italy had strong links with German lands from the ancient times, beginning during Roman Empire and
continuing all along Middle Age and Renaissance. Sometimes, they were not so good, specially during the rule of the
House of Hapsburg. Since the half of XVII century the Hapsburg led Holy Roman German Empire had an increasing role
in ltaly. Since 1706 (Spanish succession war), the rich Duchy of Milan became part of the Hapsburg’s empire. At the end
of the Napoleonic wars Austrians became the direct, and partly indirect, rulers of large parts of northern and central Italy.
So, Hapsburg government was the main enemy of Italian Risorgimento movement (1830-1870).

This enmity remained well established in the Italian public opinion all along XIX century, until the WWI, and it was one of
the main tool used by interventionist movement to drag Italy in the World War on the side of the Entente in 1915.

But, Germany was not the same things. Indeed, Italy had a totally different approach towards Prussia and the Prussians
led Germany, at least during XIX century. Rather, Italy was allied with Prussia against Hapsburg during the Austro-
Prussian war in 1866 (for Italy, it was the Third Independence war).

During the Sixties of XIX century the relationships between Italy and its greatest supporter during Risorgimento, France,
dramatically worsened. After 1870, when French emperor Napoleon lll was defeated by Prussia, Rome and Berlin
developed a real strategic relationship. Italian society and culture were deeply divided: on one side, liberal and
democratic milieus were pro France; on the other, conservative, nationalist and militarist environments supported an
alliance with the newborn German Empire. Since 1887 until 1896, nationalist and rightist Italian Prime Minister
Francesco Crispi liked to be considered as “the Italian Bismarck”.

So, lItalian economy, finance and industry were strongly influenced by Germany, and many German and German
speaking (Swiss, specially) capitalists begun to establish factories and financial houses in Italy. German capitalism, and
the British one also, were the first sponsors of the birth of Italian industry. But, not only financial and
industrial elites were pro German: scientists, philosophers, and lawyers were often linked with German academic world.
Italian elite sent his sons to study part to Paris, and part to Zurich or in the main German universities. So, the links
between the two Countries became more and more stronger.

Italians speaking people migrated towards German lands long time before the contemporary age, and during the last
decades of XIX century they established important communities in the main industrial cities in Germany, and in lesser
proportion in the Hapsburg Empire. Many people from the northern areas (Lombardy, Veneto, Friuli) went to Austria and
Germany both before and after the birth of the unified Kingdom of Italy (1860) and the annexation of the north eastern
provinces (1866). There was both a seasonal, and durable migration.

Obviously, WWI and the following German economic crisis stopped migration but, when Weimar economy was stabilized
Italians begun again to travel towards German lands, specially from north eastern areas. Also, some antifascists chose

to go to the democratic Weimar republic.

LABOR MIGRATION OF ITALIANS TO GERMANY IN 1938-1943



Until Hitler’s rise to the power in 1933, Fascist Italy disliked Italian migration towards liberal Germany but, after NSDAP’s
taking power Mussolini begun to send again workers to Germany, well before the outbreak of WWII. From the beginning
of 1938 to July 1943 around 500.000 Italian men and women went to work in German farms, building yards, factories,
and houses.

The first wave of migrant workers was composed by peasants, mainly from the Italian poorest regions. Nazi Germany
preferred men, and women, from northern lItaly, but Fascist government quickly begun to dispatch people from central
and southern areas, also. Fascist Party and Unions organized political rallies when trains with migrant left for Germany;
they always tried to magnify this new kind of migration protected by Fascist government, opposing it to the pre Fascist
“beggars’ migration” ignored by the previous liberal governments.

Migration of unemployed workers and peasants towards Germany was a powerful tool to obtain consent for Fascism in
the poorest areas and to strengthen personal power and prestige for local and national Fascist leaders, the so-
called ras (18). For instance, both Achille Starace (3) in Puglia and Roberto Farinacci (4) in Cremona (a former pro
Socialist rural area in Lombardy) obtained to send to Germany a great number of their fellow countrymen, usually poor
trained and unskilled rural laborers.

Fascist and Nazi governments subscribed a good number of agreements, and this migration became more and more
important and convenient for both. Italy was able to reduce the rate of unemployment, above all in the poorest rural
areas, and to straighten its balance of payment (5); and Germany received industrial and rural working force to use
when and where needed (6). After the outbreak of the war, Italian migrants became more and more useful to substitute
the enlisted German men and to reduce the feminine working force (Nazi ideological patterns preferred that married
women remained in their “traditional” roles: wives, mothers, housekeepers. At the most, nurses or farmers).

At the beginning, Italians were satisfied to go to Germany to work, especially in the factories: higher wages, better
welfare. But, problems quickly began to rise: Italians’ difficulties to accept German foods; Germans’ dislike for love
affairs between Italian men and German women (specially the wives of soldiers); Italians’ difficulties to learn German
language; Germans’ dislike for Italian migrants’ poor industrial competences (7).

Furthermore, German government tried to reduce the amount of money that Italians could send home with the
remittances, because it did not want that a large flow of German currency had been spent out of Germany: German
money had only to be used to buy German goods. It was a very sensitive subject for Italian workers: they raised a lot of
protests, because they traveled so far mainly to be able to send money to their families. Remittances were diplomatic
and economic problems all along the ltalian migration experience: Italian and German governments continued to
discuss about the monthly amount of money allowed to be sent home. German authorities were able to insert migrants’
cash remittances in the system of clearing, that ruled the commercial relationships between Italy and Germany. In this
way, Germany avoided to send its currency abroad, and was able to use migrants’ remittances to balance its shopping
of Italian rough materials, agricultural products, semi-finished industrial products. Italian workers paid money to German
banks or Post office, and their families received money from Italian government, via the Banca Nazionale del Lavoro
(BNL). During the second half of 1942, German authorities allowed Italian migrants to send home money without limits,
both to reduce their purchase of consumer goods (they begun to be in short supply, and Nazi wanted to keep them for
Germans), and to overcome ltalian workers’ hesitation to migrate to Germany (8). So, Germany imported workforce and
exported inflation.

But, when Allied air raids begun to strike more and more with deadly bombings German cities and industrial areas,
many lItalian workers tried to fly to the motherland before the end of their employment contracts without regards for
German authorities’ permission (9). Besides, after the first months of 1942 Fascist regime begun to dislike this flow of
young men towards Germany because it needed both industrial workers for its war factories, and soldiers for its poor
equipped and trained Army weakened by the heavy losses due to the frequent defeats (10).

Anyway, until summer 1943 ltalians continued to enjoy better treatment than people from vanquished Countries or
Prisoners of War, in Germany. During the war Italy became more and more a junior partner in the Axis, but it remained
the strongest ally of Nazi Germany in Europe, and ltalian workers in Germany had the same treatment than German
ones, at least in theory. They were engaged to work in the most sensitive factory and jobs (industrial plants building
sites, weapon factories, etc.).



ATMISSION BY THE ITALIANS OF THE "SHAME OF TRAITING"

Everything begun to change after Mussolini’s fall by the government, on 25 of July 1943, and the situation was totally
overthrown after Armistice, on 8 of September 1943. In 45 days, ltaly’s status totally changed: from main ally to
occupied Country, with a quisling, or puppet, governments (11). Obviously, this change had tragic consequences for
Italian workers in Germany: they lost their partly privileged status and quickly became the target for Germans’ long
standing racial and political prejudices. At the end of July 1943 little more than 100.000 lItalians worked in Germany and
almost all of them did not receive the permission to come back to Italy for the next 21 months. Moreover, Germans
suspended until March 1944 the economic clearing that also regulated migrants’ remittances. The stoppage of the flow
of money towards Italy had very harsh consequences for migrated workers’ families because they lost any kind of
economic support and were plunged into poverty. This suspension created a wide discontent among lItalian workers in
Germany and, moreover, it was one of the main arguments used by anti Fascist movements to campaign against
recruitment of workers to be dispatched to Germany. The newborn neo Fascist RSI was not able to force Germany to
quickly restore the system of clearing, and its prestige suffered a harsh blow among Italian people. Remittances started
again seven months later, but they never come back to be reliable and efficient (12), both for RSI's inefficiency and
disorganization, and for German predatory attitude. Furthermore, railways, post and road communications between
Germany and ltaly became more and more difficult all along the duration of RSI.

Fascist republican government wasn’t able to efficiently help families because it gave them inadequate and delayed
subventions due to RSI finance and economy’s very harsh difficulties (heavy war contributions paid to Germany,
industrial crisis, unemployment, devaluation and inflation, shortage of food and fuel). RSI begun to pay some subsidies
in the second half of October 1943 (13) but they were very poor, and only supported workers obliged to remain in
Germany after July 1943. RSI was not able, or maybe did not want, to support people dispatched to Germany since
September 1943 until March 1944 (usually unwillingly and forcibly), when clearing begun to operate again.

But, Nazi leadership developed much more ambitious aims. Immediately after Armistice, some prominent Nazi leaders
declared that Italians were much more useful as workers in Germany, than as soldiers at the front lines. Hitler planned to
take at least 1,5 million of Italians. Neo Fascist government was not able to make any effective opposition against
German wills. Part of its leadership (Republican Fascist Party — PFR - and the Fascist Unions — CFLI - mainly)
enthusiastically supported any German project, while part of government, bureaucratic and industrial leaderships tried to
preserve ltalian industrial system. They were able to ally themselves with the so called Rustungkommando, RuK,
German representatives in Italy of Albert Speer’s Ministry for weapons and ammunitions, with the aim to maintain part of
the war industry production for Germany in Italy. German Ruk supported this idea both to maintain peace in the Country,
and to decentralize production to minimize effects of bombings against German industrial areas.

During the winter 1943-1944 Germans and RSI government tried to obtain a massive voluntary adhesion to the workers’
enlistment for Germany. They hoped the memory of recent migration to theReich, and Italian very harsh economic
conditions could stimulate both workers and unemployed men and women to go to Germany. Moreover, they tried to
play the ideological card of military brotherhood, proposing the work in Germany as a contribution to the Axis’s victory,
on the same level of the military engagement. So, Fascists tried to make the work in Germany a moral and ideological
duty useful to redeem the “shame of betrayal”, as Fascist called the Armistice signed on 8 of September 1943.

But, they were not able to obtain the hoped goal: only few thousands of Italians voluntarily adhered to the calls during
the first months. Many of them came from the poorest rural areas in northern Italy, but the vast majority of the targeted
people refused to adhere.

Germans’ and Fascists’ reaction against Italian workers’ change of mind about migration to Germany was very rough:
refusal to the so-called Servizio del lavoro in Germania (Duty of the work in Germany) was equated to the draft evasion,
and it could be punished with the death.

Why the powerful German propaganda machine and the twenty years old Fascist consensus organizations failed to
obtain at least a partial voluntary adhesion, or the obedience to the enlistments and to the injunctions? There were many
reasons: Italians were tired of war, and the military defeats of 1943 had weakened Fascism and Mussolini’s authority;
people from central and southern parts of the Country feared to be cut out from home for the quick Allied advance; the



news of terrible, terrorizing air bombings on German cities, and the advance of the Red Army in the East; the fear to be
dispatched to fight, specially against the Red Army; the stoppage and difficulties suffered by remittances system; the
possibility to work in Italy (usually in their native province) for RSI's Ispettorato militare del lavoro(Military inspectorate of
the work), or for German Todt Organization, or for the Wehrmacht, directly. And, last but not the least, Italians clearly
understood that German attitude towards them had changed, and not in better.

So, Germans quickly decided to apply a more compulsive approach. Since the days immediately following the Armistice
in the southern regions (14), and in few weeks in the other areas, ltalian cities and countryside suffered for a great
number of roundups of working forces. Usually, when German troops had to retreat, they destroyed roads, bridges,
railways, and factories too, and people were rounded up to be sent to the north, in Germany also.

Sometime, the mops up happened as retaliation against partisans’ actions in the countryside, or during roundups
against political opponents in the cities. Moreover, all people without valid documents, and all unemployed men were
eligible to be sent to the enforced work in the Reich. But German authorities continued to try to dispatch to
the Reich workers from factories with reduced working time, also.

From January to November 1944 Italian Police, German troops and SS, Fascist Party’s armed militia (Black Shirts, from
August 1944 Black Brigades) organized evening and night patrols to round up vagabonds, misfits, prostitutes,
unemployed men, young absentees, but also political opponents, students. Time by time these roundups became more
frequent, and they begun to be carried out also during the daytime hours against students, workers, women protesting
against the food shortages, in the middle of terrorized crowds of citizens. In some cases, they made roundups in the air
raids shelters, also. In Milan they took people during the Milan-Juventus football match (but it's not clear if they had
been dispatched to Germany).

Moreover, thousands of men were dispatched to the enforced work in the deadly chemical plants from lItalian prisons,
after an agreement between RSI and German government.

The factories were the other main source of workers for the Reich, mainly during and after the strikes. Italy was the
German occupied country that experienced the most powerful strikes, mainly from November 1943 to July 1944 [16].
They happened in the main industrial area, the so called “industrial triangle” encompassing the cities of Genoa, Milan
and Turin, but also in the Emilian industrial cities of Bologna, Modena and Reggio Emilia, in Tuscany, and in Veneto. The
most powerful strikes happened in December 1943 and on the 1st of March 1944, and this last was a powerful national
strike with heavy anti German slogans. During every strike and in the following days there were mass roundups and
single arrests, in the working places, in the streets, or at home. Many of them were sent in the concentration camps, as
political prisoners and suffered a mortality rate of 45%, with local rate around 80%. Many others were sent at the
enforced work. For instance, after the strike on 1st of March, in the great industrial cities of Milan and Turin thousands of
men and women were arrested to be dispatched in the Reich, mainly in the Konzentrazionlager of Mauthausen. But,
also in minor industrial cities there were many arrests: for instance, in the city of Savona (in Liguria) and in the industrial
minor towns of its province on 1st of March the strike had a very high adhesion: almost 200 men and women were
arrested. Little more than 100 were dispatched to the enforced work, and 67 were deported to the concentration camps
(only eight deportees came back home) (15). In Genoa there were some very successful strikes during the first ten days
of June: around 20.000 workers suspended the work in the war factories. On 16 of June, there was a round up in the
industrial area of Sestri Ponente, and 1.448 men were sent to the German factories [8].

NUMBER OF ITALIANS IN FORCED WORK AND THE CONDITIONS OF THEIR EXISTENCE

During the twenty months of RSI at least 100.000 Italians (85% of them were men) were dispatched to the Reich to
work. They mainly went to the factories, but some of them were employed in the farms, in the public services (mainly
postal service and railways), or as drivers, housekeepers, hotel and restaurant employees. Many of them changed their
work due to the German needs; often, the workers were employed to clean streets and urban areas from debris and
ruins after the air bombings, or were dispatched to build military lines of defence, especially from Austria to Hungary.

There were some volunteers, but the majority of the Italians dispatched to Germany were enforced workers. A part the
victims of roundups and mass or individual arrests, many people were obliged by RSI’s order of mobilization for the work



in Germany. They answered because the rejecting people were considered deserters and their families lost food
coupons, parents could be arrested, and the absentees could be sentenced to death.

How many ltalians were transformed in enforced workers for the German war economy? As we have shown, at least
100.000 workers were directly, and mainly forcibly, sent to the Reich from Italy. As we have written before, there were
100.000 men and women obliged to remain in Germany after September 1943. Thousands of Italian migrants were
dispatched to the Reich directly from France, Belgium and Netherlands by German authorities or local collaborationists,
and at least 500.000 Italian Military Internees (IMI) in Germany were sent to the forced work after August 1944 (16). In
this way, ltalians became the fourth larger groups of forced laborers after Soviet, Polish and French people [21], [22].

The enforced laborers experienced a very wide spectrum of conditions of life. Especially in the farms, some of them had
a not so bad life. But the vast majority of them experienced very harsh discipline, physical violence from military and
civilian Germans, humiliations, hunger, cold, very bad conditions of work, and very poor accommodation conditions.
Some laborers were killed by factory policemen, or by civilians during the last days of war, and a number of them were
sent in the German prisons or to concentration camps due to disciplinary problems or political subjects.

They had a mortality rate well below the political prisoners, and also the Italian Military Internee in Germany, but much
higher than in the civil life. Many of them came back home with very important health problems, for instance tuberculosis
and gastrointestinal diseases.

CONCLUSION

You can ask us: Why Germany decided to exploit in a so large way civilians from a former ally, where it was supporting
the birth of a new, totally Fascist republic? The answer is in the increasingly dramatic military and industrial conditions
experienced by Nazi Germany after the battle of Stalingrad [23]. On one side, the eastern basins of recruitment for
mainly enforced workers were coming back in the hands of USSR. On the other, Germany needed even more working
force to substitute the men enlisted in the desperate attempt to fill the enormous losses suffered by the Wehrmacht in
the East. Finally, Germany needed a working force without any right, to be used in the very harsh and dangerous jobs:
hide the aeronautical factories and rebuild the frequently bombed chemical plants, for instance. During the month of
August 1944, more than 20% of the workers in the Reich were foreign workers, that is to say 5.700.000 on
28.800.000, and you have to add at least 1.900.000 PoW [23, p. 23-78]. After June 1944, Italy unfortunately became the
main basin to feed the body of the enforced laborers.

Moreover, in this way Germany showed the kind of punishment would be imposed to any ally that tried to escape from
her. About this aspect, forced work became part of the model of repression, besides with mass murders and deportation
in the Konzentrationslager (17).

He was the
leader of the so called “intransigents”, the most violent and extreme part of PNF, and had an important role
during the neo Fascist Repubblica Sociale Italiana (RSI).

5. Italy was heavily dependent on the German economy, importing technologies, industrial plants and goods,
weapons, iron, and coal. Its balance of payment with Germany was deeply negative.

7. Fascist government used the migration to Nazi Germany as a tool to gain consent in the areas with higher
unemployment. However, from those areas it dispatched people with low industrial skills, often farmers or
handicraftsmen.

. Germans were very sensitive about the break of contracts by Italian workers, and harshly repressed them,

asking ltalian authorities to assume a similar approach: control at the border to arrest the flying workers.

Also, ltalian industrialists disliked this migration, because they had difficulties to find workers, and the labor
cost was increasing.

The Repubblica Sociale Italiana (RSI) was established by Mussolini and other Fascist leaders on 23 of
September 1943. It was totally submitted to the German wills both in the internal and economic policies, and in
the foreign and military affairs. About German occupation, there are two essential books: [12], [13].

The subsides were established with the Duce’s Decree n. 800, on 13 of October 1943.

In the areas between Neaples and the new German line (the so-called “Gustav line”) on the Garigliano river,
Germans made some mass roundups. The most impressive was performed on 22-23 of September 1943.
Immediately before German retreat, they rounded up around twenty thousand of men, and more than 1.000
were dispatched to the Reich. See [15].

1.007.000 Italian soldiers were captured by Germans immediately after 8 of September in lItaly, France,
Greece, Albania, and Balkans. 196.000 of them escaped or were released by the Germans, and 197.000
accepted to enlist in the RSI Army or in the German Wehrmacht, Flack and SS (partly immediately, and partly
during the following months). More than 610.000 refused to continue to fight for Mussolini and Hitler, and at
least 13.000 were killed during the capture or the transportation to Germany. They were arrested by Germans
and became Internati Militari Italiani (Italian Military Internees - IMI). About them there is a very rich
bibliography.

On November 16-18, 2020, in the Ostashkovsky Monastery (Nilo-Stolobenskaya deserts) in the Tver region of the
Russian Federation, a representative international Conference was held dedicated to the "Katyn case" - the case of the
shooting at the beginning of Great Patriotic War (World War II) in the Kozyi Gory tract near Smolensk (often incorrectly
called Katyn or "Katyn Forest") prisoners of war of the former Polish army.

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Abstract:

The article is devoted to the negotiations of Jozef Pilsudsky's representatives with Anton Denikin's staff on joint actions
against the red Army for the capture of Moscow and the overthrow of Soviet power. Special attention is paid to the
positions of the two sides, which differed. Denikin sought to preserve a single indivisible Russia. As for Poland, it could
be granted autonomy only within the borders of 1815 Pilsudsky had secret plans. With the power to recreate "greater
Poland" within the borders of 1772, of course at the expense of Russia. To do this, everything had to be done to ensure
that the Volunteer army was defeated by the Soviet troops during the temporary armistice of Moscow and Warsaw, then
to start a war with Soviet Russia and implement their ambitious plans. Pilsudsky has planned to negotiate with
Denikin, with the help of General A. Kornitski, G. Skomarkova, E. Ivanovsky. Having learned the ultimate goals of
the "white movement" Pilsudsky takes appropriate measures. It does not really help the Volunteer army, but only
prolongs its agony. It was not in the Polish national interest to assist Denikin in the fight against the red Army. Pilsudsky
eventually outmaneuvered Denikin, preferring the position of Soviet Russia, which not only eliminated the secret Treaty
of partition of Poland, but also recognized its independence. Within the framework of Denikin's United and indivisible
Russia, the fate of the revived Il Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth could be unenviable. Denikin was helped by the
visible support of the Entente. Pilsudski eventually carried out his plan.

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Abstract:

Introduction. The problem of the cultural part of society not understanding the spiritual and religious foundations of
values in another part of society is a "tragic misunderstanding”, which leaves its mark not only in terms of the ideological
definition of the future movement of the country, but also in determining the internal content of value representations.
Methods and results. The article examines the semantic concepts of Russia and Rus, the conceptual formulas of
"Third Rome" and "Second Jerusalem", their differences and contradictions, which are in the field of religious and non-
religious experience, Messianic and eschatological views, trends of the Imperial strategic concept of "transfer of Empire"
and "replacement of kingdoms". By the method of historical analysis and comparative characteristics, a conclusion is
reached about the possible unity of the existence of secular (non-religious) culture and religion in one state, with their
autonomy and lack of understanding of them.

The contents of the study. The two concepts of Rome and Jerusalem, that emerged from the religious environment
had different justifications. The concept of the Third Rome was transformed from the framework of the Messianic
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Orthodox Kingdom into the political plane of world ownership, while the other-the second Jerusalem-remained as an
experience of spiritual improvement. When studying the historical path of Russia-Russia, we have to admit that the
transformation of concepts occurred under the influence of the European irreligious culture, which contrasted culture
and religious ideas in the sense of their different natures — atheism and theism. Declared in the early 1960s, state plans
to build a new Communist society implied the rejection of believers from "backward religious ideas" in favor of advanced
and progressive non-religious ones. History has shown that these plans were not implemented due to the loss of the
Messianic ideas that were originally embedded in them.

Conclusion. Based on the experience of the state's attempts to liquidate Church structures in the USSR in the 1960s
and 1970s, it is concluded that the absorption or "re-education” by the efforts of atheistic propaganda of religious beliefs
in society was unsuccessful. Plans to create a non-religious Communist society in the USSR that initially had a
Messianic concept until the 1960s moved into the field of advanced Economics and culture.. Along with the declared
plans for building communism, the idea of "Holy Russia" lived among the faithful, which passed from the
previous centuries to the XXI century.

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Abstract:
Introduction. This article attempts to review the modern Russian historiography of the development of the operational
and technical service of the Air Forces of Russia and the USSR in 1910-1941. Given the small number of special works
on this topic, the author considered both complex works on the history of the Russian Air Force as a whole, and works
on the history of the Air Force in certain periods in which it is partially affected.
Content. A wide range of historical works related to the history of the Air Force operational and technical service is
analyzed: comprehensive works on the history of the Air Force, studies on the history of the Air Force in different periods
of time, a few works on the history of the engineering and aviation service, textbooks and manuals of military
academies, biographical works and reports at scientific conferences. It is shown that modern Russian historians paid
more attention to the development of the operational and technical service of the Air Force in the pre-war period than
their predecessors of the Soviet period. Highlighted some complex works related to the research topic. Few works
written directly on the topic are analyzed in detail.
Conclusion. The degree of study of the topic in modern Russian historical science is analyzed. In the course of the
research, the most and least developed aspects of the topic are highlighted. Conclusions are made about the reasons
for different studies of different aspects of the development of the service. Objective factors limiting the range of readers
of the developed military-historical works on this topic are indicated. Highlights the best works on the pre-war history of
the operational and technical service of the Russian Air Force and the most studied aspects of the topic during the
period under review, and shows the areas that require further research.

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Abstract:

Without developed infrastructure, the fleet could not effectively solve the assigned tasks and deploy the forces in the
theater of operations. On the basis of archival data and materials of historians, the author examined how the
infrastructure was improved: basing, control system, communications, lighting system, technical readiness, their
qualitative and quantitative change against the background of the growth of the ship's fleet. During the period under
review, new basing centers were built in Primorye, Kamchatka, Sakhalin Oblast, as well as logistics facilities abroad
(Vietnam, Yemen, Ethiopia). However, the problems of basing have not been completely resolved. The intensive
development of the fleet, the vastness of the operational zones of the fleet, and the presence of a significant
composition of combat service forces in remote areas of the World Ocean complicated the work of the commander of
the Pacific Fleet and its headquarters for managing diverse forces. Therefore, in 1979, the Pacific Fleet was transferred
to a pilot organization, and since April 1982, when the feasibility of a pilot organization was confirmed by all the activities
of the fleet, the Pacific Fleet from the pilot organization was transferred to a permanent new organization. To maintain
the technical readiness of ships and submarines, 8 Navy ship repair factories were built, 34 large industrial enterprises
of the Far East were involved, a whole network of ship repair workshops was deployed. But this was not enough, which
led to a delay in the terms of setting up for repair and repair of ships, as a result of which reduced the number of
combat-ready ships. The development of the combat personnel of the fleet was carried out at a faster pace with respect
to the development of its infrastructure, which caused a really noticeable imbalance between the existing combat
personnel and the ability to ensure its high combat readiness. However, the created fleet infrastructure as a whole was
able to ensure the fulfillment of assigned tasks, both in peacetime and in wartime.
