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Abstract:

In the spring and summer of 2020, riots erupted in various U.S. cities, triggered by the death of African-American
George Floyd. Floyd, who had a prior police record, died of asphyxiation during his arrest on suspicion of committing a
crime. The video of Floyd's strangulation by police officer Derek Chauvin sparked mass demonstrations of defiance,
exposing many ideological, political and socio-economic problems in the United States. The report contains the author's
short-term forecast of the likely development of the situation. In this article, developed in the summer of 2020, the
authors sought to address the causes and probable causes of mass unrest in the United States, including the federal
government's response to widespread acts of defiance (given the presidential election race that was then underway).
The authors identify four main factors that influenced the emergence and development of the conflict. First, the
Trotskyite methods adopted by the Democratic Party in order to sway the American political system under the pretext of
fighting for the rights of different minorities. The election of the first black president (B.H. Obama) marked a gradual
increase of the "racial question" in society, which was most clearly manifested in the "war of monuments" to the leaders
of the losing side in the Civil War of 1861-1865. Second, the mass riots of the Spring-Summer of 2020 in the United
States avoided the mass use of weapons in the hands of private individuals and private military companies. Third,
during the mass riots in the United States in question, the outright sabotage of D. Trump's decisions to use the U.S.
Army and National Guard against the rioters was evident. Fourthly, the U.S. Republican Party, focusing on "fixing" the
outcome of B.H. Obama's foreign policy, failed to offer a constructive program and lost the 2020 presidential election.
However, this does not mean that the "big stick policy" of the United States is over.
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INTRODUCTION

The main ideas espoused by protesters in the United States in late May to mid-June 2020 were civil liberty (at the
expense of restrictions on police rights) and equality before the law, which, however, quickly degenerated into black
(anti-)racism toward the white population, the destruction of monuments (not just to American Confederate generals),
and humiliating actions. Three factors contribute to the radicalization of protest, we believe. First, the ambiguous
provisions of the Constitution and the Bill of Rights, which speak of civil liberty as a supreme value. Secondly, in this
connection, the United States has built a political system characterized by a permanent struggle between the authorities
balanced in their capacities (if we consider the "horizontal" slices, i.e. at the same level of authority) [1]. Third, the
absence of a constructive and universal agenda among the state-forming political parties after the fall of the last
geopolitical adversary of the USA - the Soviet Union. Finally, fourth, the infiltration of the ideas and methods of
Trotskyism into the American political elite back in the 1930s contributes to the radicalization and acquisition of
"leftist triggers™ of any form of protest (1). Therefore, any discontent is "swayed" by the opposition politicians for their
personal immediate interests (2).

The central authorities in the USA (due not so much to their personal, but rather to the objective reasons connected with
the "equilibrium" described above) do not have a common position on the issue of counteraction to the mass protest
movement. On the one hand, the incumbent U.S. President is in a state of tug-of-war before the start of the presidential
race. Therefore, apparently, D. Trump speaks in the spirit of the need to comply with the Constitution and leaves the
fight against the riots to the individual governors, limiting himself to the entry of the National Guard into the capital. On
the other hand, regular troops have not been brought into Washington because of disagreement with this decision of
Defense Secretary M. Esper. This was a direct disobedience of the career military officer, retired Lieutenant Colonel, and
experienced politician Esper to the order of the Commander-in-Chief, which was announced at a specially called press
conference [2]. In this regard, we note that D. Trump has consistently deteriorated relations with all branches of
the U.S. Armed Forces: with the Marine Corps and the Navy - with the resignation of D. Mattis, with the airborne
troops of the U.S. Army - in the person of M. Esper.

THE ACTIVATION OF NON-STATE ACTORS

The paralysis of the executive branch leads to the activation of non-state players. The futuristic forecasts of the U.S.
National Intelligence Council (NIC) and the RAND Intelligence Corporation have repeatedly noted that by 2030 the
United States will be the world leader. The United States will withdraw from its position as a world leader, and
domestically the transit of state power in favor of non-state players will begin (see [3]). We believe that the main
instruments of this process inside the country and in the US foreign policy will be the transnational corporations (TNCs)
and their associated private military companies (PMCs) (see [4]). The world's largest TNCs, located in the U.S., have
already supported the decision of most of the state governors to declare a moratorium on the use of regular troops and
the National Guard against the participants in the popular unrest. They have also supported the demand for "respectful
treatment" of black people [5].

As the examples of Russian history show, in the case of the paralysis of power (whether in the autumn of 1917, or
during the "parade of sovereignty from the USSR" in the early 1990s) its functions in the field are taken over by illegal
armed units (whether it is the "militia" of the Socialist-Revolutionary Party, or the "Armed Forces of Ichkeria"). They are
quite capable of establishing control over the territories, which have become "gray zones" (4). At the same time, while
paramilitary formations exercise force control, the economic aspects go to selected private companies.

The potential explosiveness of the conflict between the citizens and the authorities in the United States is given by the
huge number of both traumatic and lethal weapons in the hands of the American population: 120.5 guns per 100 people
in the United States (6). The availability of such an arsenal can lead to its uncontrolled use. The slide of individual U.S.
cities into a "gray zone" state is facilitated by massive public actions of "repentance" of police officers and National
Guard soldiers, ordered by the civil authorities. These steps contribute to the polarization of state authority employees:
their moral responsibility regarding the authorities and oaths is reduced to non-resistance and even desertion to the
ranks of the insurgents - on the one hand, and on the other hand, the formation of a highly motivated anti-insurgency



minority, a striking example of which is the Ukrainian "territorial battalions" that emerged after the coup d'état in late
2013 - spring 2014.

CONCLUSION

The example of the Spring/Summer 2020 riots in the United States carries with it a number of important lessons. First, in
the area of constitutional construction: the unsustainability of the idea that civil liberty is a consequence of equilibrium-
competing state authorities. Second, the unacceptability of public politicians' support for radical action. Third, the
inadmissibility of a "historical reconciliation" between forces that have fought in the past at the expense of one of them

(3).

Turning to the likely scenarios of the situation, we should note that the Republican Party, carried away by the foreign
policy agenda, missed the domestic political problems and actually gave them up to the populists of the Democratic
Party. D. Trump's hesitation to restore order and his problematic relations with the defense ministers (especially those
representing different branches of the military) deprive him of support in the ranks of the U.S. armed forces as well.
Thus, Trump is splitting even his supporters (5). With protesters and the Democratic Party setting the agenda and the
Republican president trying not to respond to it, further delay will cost him the presidency. The Republicans' only chance
of staying in power is to try to rally the country in the face of an outside threat (6).

We can assume that the leaders of the Democratic Party, coming to the White House in early 2021, will implement a set
of measures: The "transit of power" from the state to the non-state players, along with an "anaconda strategy" in relation
to the self-organized communities of protesters. They can decide to use force only by using a foreign policy pretext (as
was the case with the bombing of Yugoslavia in 1999). And there is such a pretext: the intensification of hostilities in the
southeastern regions of Ukraine. In this way, a repeated scenario of distracting mass attention to the external conflict in
order to resolve internal contradictions can work.

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Abstract:

The goals and objectives of the research are to identify new elements in the system of counteraction to the water
element, to stop its consequences and to organize assistance to victims in the era of the formation and strengthening of
Soviet power. The publication is based primarily on materials from the State Archives of the Astrakhan Region obtained
during a scientific expedition in October 2020. Most of the archival materials are being introduced into scientific
circulation for the first time. The study applied the principle of historicism, the study of objects in a historical context, and
determinism, resulting from the cause-and-effect relationship between the analyzed phenomena. The methods of logical
analysis, source analysis of documents, comparative-historical and comparative-geographical methods of working with
data were used, which made it possible to assess the peculiarities of changes in the system of protection against water
elements in the USSR.

The Soviet period of development of the system of counteraction to dangerous natural phenomena has its own
peculiarities, specific methods and means of dealing with natural disasters and its consequences are developed and
consolidated. Based on the materials of the particular situation of combating the flood of 1926 in the Astrakhan province,
significant changes in the perception of the elements are obvious, the growth of confidence in society's ability to resist
cataclysms by decisive measures, the transition of administrative and managerial structures from the standpoint of
passive observers to active opposition to the forces of nature. New methods have been traced in the activities of the
authorities and administration, the main part of which is by no means a continuation of the policy of "war communism".
Thus, a proactive collection of information about impending cataclysms is carried out, including using the capabilities of
science. The archival materials show that the central and regional authorities delved into the development of the
situation and provided concrete assistance to the districts and citizens, which was facilitated by structural changes in
management activities based on the accounting of forces and means. In general, mobilization measures, directive
management methods seem to be justified and logical in an emergency.

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Abstract:

Presents an analytical view of stereotypes in cross-cultural interaction. Globalization, which leads to new migration
opportunities for the world's population, also brings with it new formats of thinking. The need to understand the thinking
patterns of residents of the host country and migrants is important, since stereotypes, often based on illusory ideas, can
cause conflicts in cross-cultural interaction. The study of stereotypes in migration policy will not only reduce the tension
on the part of the receiving and visiting countries, but also improve the state of intercultural relations. As methods that
allow us to study the stereotypes and stereotypical thinking in the migration sphere, well-known in domestic and foreign
circles of scientists and researchers, we can distinguish sociological surveys conducted both among the population of
cities and among migrants arriving in them on a temporary or permanent basis. The results that are currently available in
the field of migration processes are reports that show that the population of host countries or cities sometimes does not
even have the opportunity to contact newcomers, but based on rumors, personal traits, and perception features, they
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draw a negative image of the migrant, which leads to tension in cross-cultural relations and causes a response tension
in the views of migrants. This and a number of other issues require further research on the stated topic as factors in the
development of intercultural interaction.

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Abstract:
The purpose of this article is to study the development of economic thought in the Russian Empire in the first half of the
XIX century, since this period can be described as a pre-crisis period, combining outdated forms of management and the
latest, market-based ones. It was during this period that it became obvious that the Russian Empire could not develop
by supporting serfdom, but it seemed an impossible task to decide to abandon it, which caused the contradictions that
arose later in numerous events during the reigns of Alexander | and Nicholas I. It is noteworthy that the activity of the
Decembrists is associated with the liberal economic thought of Russia in this period, as they advocated taking more
drastic measures than their predecessors. Using the principles of historicism, reliability, scientific objectivity and the
method of comparing the main views of representatives of various currents of economic liberal thought, the analysis of
official historical information, scientific works of historians, economists and statesmen of the period under
consideration — P. |. Pestel, N. I. Turgenev, M. F. Orlov, N. G. Chernyshevsky, A. I. Herzen, N. p. Ogarev, as well as
representatives of Slavophilism. As a result of studying various opinions and ideas of figures of that time, the article
substantiates the role of the idea of economic liberalism in the Russian Empire in the late XVIll-early XIX centuries in the
development of all spheres of life of Russian society, and also reflects its relationship with the ideas of the Decembrists.
It is also concluded that all the studied views and worldviews have significantly changed the direction of the country's
development, becoming the basis for numerous transformations.
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Abstract:

The present article deals with Norwegian threat perceptions during the Russian and Finnish civil wars. The most serious
challenges to Norway were thought to be Finnish intentions to annex part of the Murman coast (Pechenga) and the
possibility that this would also include a bit of Norwegian territory. In addition there was a fear that thousands of Russian
subjects would seek refuge in Norway because of these wars. Even if none of these apprehensions in the end
materialized, it is interesting to study the Norwegian countermeasures and diplomatic activity related to them, because
they say a lot about Norwegian attitudes towards both its old neighbor in the North (Russia) and its new neighbour

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INTRODUCTION

The 1917-1920s became in many ways a turning point in Russia's relations with European countries, including Norway.
Today, many ordinary Norwegians are of the opinion that the idea of a Russian military threat to Norway arose as a
result of the Russian revolution and Soviet communism. But this is far from being the case. Russophobia in Norway is
much older than 1917 and dates at least back to the era of the Napoleonic Wars. With the defeat of Napoleon and the
sudden appearance of the Russian army in Western Europe in 1813—-1814, first in the battle of Leipzig in October 1813,
and then with the Russian entry into Paris on March 31, 1814, the European bourgeoisie, according the Bruno Naarden,
assumed that Russia threatened the European civilization. Many imagined that Russia would soon take control of the
continent in order to carry out the Russification of all of Europe [9, p.31].

THE ORIGINS OF RUSSOPHOBIA IN NORWAY

In Norway, Russophobia established itself a little later, in the 1830s. Then there were fears that Russia needed ice-free
ports on the coast of Northern Norway, necessary for the development of the Russian navy. This idea became in many
ways decisive for the Swedish-Norwegian policy towards Russia until 1905, when the Swedish-Norwegian union
collapsed and Norway became an independent state [10, p. 451-478]. However, fear of the Russian great power did not
disappear in Norway after 1905, but one might say it was toned down. Even in 1915, the Norwegian General Staff noted
that Russia was the only country that could attack Finnmark, i.e. the northernmost province of Norway, bordering on
Russia [4, p. 135]. However, when Emperor Nicholas Il abdicated the throne two years later, leading Norwegian
politicians immediately declared that the old, tsarist Russia, which was now dying, had in fact been a peaceful neighbor;
that there had never been a war between Norway and Russia; etc. They were directly concerned that Norway might lose
such a good neighbor in the northeast, where the two countries had had a common border since 1826 [4, p. 155, 158].

A PERIOD OF LESS APPREHENSION

Instead of viewing 1917 as the source of Norwegian Russophobia, it would be more correct to look at the revolutionary
events of that time as a period of temporary cessation of fear (later, towards the end of the 1930s, it returned again).
First of all, we note that as a result of the revolution and the subsequent Civil War, Russia was greatly weakened
militarily, and Norway clearly had little to fear. But in December 1917 Finland became an independent state and soon
made its way to the Arctic Ocean. As a result of these changes, from 1920 Norway no longer had a common border with
Russia, which, in fact, became a Norwegian-Finnish border. The proximity and ties with Russia became significantly
weaker, and in the following years, the country featured less and less in Norwegian military scenarios.

As if instead of the traditional Russian threat, the newly independent Finland was immediately perceived as another and
very serious threat to Norway. True enough, the fear of Finnish expansionism existed earlier, in the 18th — 19th
centuries, due to the large wave of immigration to Northern Norway of the so-called Kvens, i.e. immigrants from Finland.
Initially, concern about the Kvens was seen as an aspect of the Russian threat, since the Kvens were subjects of the
Russian Empire. But when Finland seceded from Russia in December 1917, it turned out to be an independent problem
for the security of Norway. After the secession, the Norwegians considered a possible Finnish expansion towards the
Arctic Ocean, which could also affect Norway. But the main goal of the new Finnish government, as believed in
Norway, was the annexation of the territory of Pechenga (in Finnish, Petsamo) into the new, independent Finland.

Finnish politicians had long cast their eyes on Pechenga. Back in 1864, Alexander Il signed a decree on the exchange
of "territories" between Russia and Finland, when the rifle factory located in Sestroretsk on the Karelian Isthmus was
transferred to the Petersburg province. In connection with this move, Finland seems to have been promised a strip of
land on the Murmansk coast [7, p. 155-156]. As a result, interest in Pechenga among Finnish politicians increased
significantly, and the deplorable fact that Finland, as a result of the Norwegian-Russian border demarcation in 1826 (in
which Finland did not participate), was completely fenced off from the Arctic Ocean, was often mentioned. The border
issue was again raised by the Uleaborg governor in 1882, and then by the Finnish parliament. However, the claims of



the Finns were firmly rejected and removed from the agenda by the Russian Ministry of Internal Affairs. The question of
reaching the Arctic Ocean was again raised by the Finns in 1917-1920, when the revolutionary events of 1917 and the
Civil War in Russia made the Finnish dream more realistic.

A FINNISH MENACE TO NORWAY

According to Norwegians authorities, the Finnish expansionism towards the north may well affect Norway too. Thus, the
book of the Finnish educator and historian Gunnar Sarva Finland's Access to the Arctic Sea, translated into
Norwegian in 1918, caused a great stir in Norway [4, p. 133]. In it G. Sarva repeated, in particular, regrets that during
the delimitation of Norway and the Russian Empire in 1826, Finland lost all its ancient rights off the coast of the Arctic
Ocean. In Norway, such a statement was taken as a confirmation that in the highest circles of finnish society there were
people, who looked at Southern Varanger and part of the Murmansk coast as territories capable of lengthening Finland.
In the same year (1918), the social democrat and politician Veino Vojonmaa published another book Suomi Jaamerella
(Finland at the Arctic Ocean), where he confirmed that Finland has undoubted "historical, national and economic rights"
to establish itself at the Arctic Ocean. “The issue of the Arctic Ocean is an important matter for the whole of Finland,”
Vojonmaa said. In addition, he wrote about the possible construction of a Finnish port in Southern Varanger, i.e. on
Norwegian territory, and the need to build a railway in the future in this area [13, 4, p. 137].

The appearance of such outspoken Finnish publications was perceived as an open threat to Norway, which in such a
situation allegedly risked losing Southern Varanger. It did not help that high-ranking politicians in Finland, including
Prime Minister P.O. Svinhufvud, denied the Norwegians' perception of a "Finnish threat" as completely unfounded.
However, the Norwegian authorities did not trust the Finns and increased border guards in the north of the country. What
is less known is the secret plans of the Norwegian authorities to carry out preventive measures, which included
Norwegian territorial expansion in the same area that the Finns planned to capture.

Norway's territorial aspirations were initiated by Fredrik Wedel Jarlsberg, Norway's envoy in Paris and a relative of
Fridtjof Nansen [14]. Norwegian historians Knut Einar Eriksen and Einar Niemi, who published their pioneering book
Den finske fare (The Finnish Menace) in 1981, note that these plans were not only defensive, but also bore the imprint
of Norwegian ethnocentrism and nationalism, the same features that in the interwar period, by the way, led to the
Norwegian territorial annexations in the Arctic and Antarctic. Norwegian nationalism, which until 1905, basically
remained liberal, in the 1920s and 1930s acquired clear features of the right wing [5, p.25-52].

When we read about these plans and statements today, a hundred years later, it seems, nevertheless, that Norwegian
leading politicians were quite cautious in their concern about the border in the northeast. This is primarily due to the fact
that the issue resolutely affected not only bilateral Norwegian-Finnish relations, but also Russia, which seemed to lurk
somewhere behind the scenes. In addition, the Finnish Civil War was raging in the winter of 1918. In such
circumstances, Norwegian politicians and officials increasingly turned their eyes to the northern borderland with concern.
Could the struggle between the red and white Finns affect the Norwegian territories? Fortunately, this did not happen,
although there were small skirmishes in the Pasvik Valley, very close to the Norwegian border. There was a risk that the
entire civilian population then living on the Russian side of the Pasvik Valley cold be forced to seek refuge in Norway [4,
134-135]. But this did not happen. However, the Russian Sami, the so-called Skolts (indigenous inhabitants of the
border territories), were in fact forced to flee to Norway during the Finnish advance towards Pechenga in 1920. They
stayed in Norway for a few months before returning to their homes.

RUSSIAN EMIGRATION TO NORWAY

Simultaneously with the events taking place in the border territories, Russian emigrants began to arrive in Norway
through the northern harbors. The peak of their appearance came at the end of February 1920, when the icebreaker
"Kozma Minin", arrived from Arkhangelsk, and came alongside quay in the harbor of the city of Tromsg, the capital of
the Norwegian North. On board were General E.K. Miller and his government of the Northern Region, as well as other
white officers and supporters of the white movement. They fled from Arkhangelsk at the last minute, when the
Bolsheviks returned to the city. The icebreaker headed for Murmansk, but on the way, the refugees learned that red
units had seized power in this city, and therefore General Miller decided to continue into Norwegian waters [2]. There were
more than a thousand people on board the "Kozma Minin", but on the way to Norway, some of them, due to the overload



of the ship, were transferred to the passenger steamer "Lomonosov", which was also heading to Norway - from
Murmansk.

Many passengers feared that they would be treated harshly in Norway, as they had heard before that Norwegian
workers sympathized with the Bolsheviks. In fact, this turned out to be not so far from the truth. Already in 1919, the
Norwegian Workers' Party, which organized almost all the socialist forces in the country under its leadership, became a
member of the Communist International and thus identified itself with the revolutionary struggle. Moreover, the
Norwegian Workers' Party was especially strong in the North. Nevertheless, to their surprise, the Russian refugees,
upon their arrival in the cities of Hammerfest and then in Tromsg, were warmly received by the North Norwegian rural
bourgeoisie, which strongly sympathized with these victims of the Russian Revolution and Civil War [8, p. 62—-88].

Most of the emigrant passengers who arrived on the Kozma Minin soon left Norway, heading for the large colonies of the
Russian emigration at more southerly latitudes in Europe. Others returned to southern Russia, where the Civil War had
not yet ended, in order to continue the fight against the Bolsheviks. The few refugees who remained in Norway were
able to quickly integrate into Norwegian society, however, not without experiencing a certain social degradation. In the
early days after their arrival, the emigrants had to endure obvious discontent from the Norwegian workers' press, which
wrote that the Russian refugees were far from industrious, accustomed as they were to living off the work of others in
luxury. And now they allegedly took away jobs from Norwegian workers [12, p. 76-78].

The Norwegian bourgeoisie, on the other hand, feared that the Norwegian socialists, under the influence of the October
Revolution, could try to seize power in Norway. But this “red threat” was, first of all, an internal threat to the Norwegian
society and differed from the traditional “Russian menace”, which was associated in the country with fear of Russia as
an external military threat. Meanwhile, as we have already noted, the “Russian menace” more or less disappeared after
the revolution, because Russia was engulfed in a long internal revolutionary struggle, during which it lost its common
border with Norway and was weakened as a military power [6, p. 77-84].

NORWEGIAN COUNTERMEASURES

Meanwhile, during this period, numerous questions arose that tormented and worried the Norwegian authorities more
and more: How would the Kvens react to Finland's possible seizure of Norwegian territory in the North? In general,
would the bourgeois government of Finland really move towards the Arctic Ocean? And would Finland occupy not only
Petsamo, but also part of Norwegian territory, perhaps even in cooperation with Germany, which had not yet lost the
First World War?

In search of answers to these questions, various plans had matured to expand the territory of Norway in the border area,
i.e. the area between Norway and the territory of Western Murman, that was still considered to be Russian territory, but
which Finland actively claimed part of. Such an offensive approach on the part of Norway, as it was then believed, could
become an effective barrier against possible Finnish plans to seize Norwegian land, for instance Southern Varanger.
There were various proposals for expanding Norwegian territory eastwards. The forest manager Magnus Clerk, who
served and lived in the border area, warned, for example, that Finland would be an unpleasant neighbor for Norway in
the north. At the same time he emphasized the economic benefits for Norway in the event that it became the master of
both sides of the Pasvik Valley [4, p. 155-156]. But more weigthy in the list of proposals was the text of the telegram
received by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Norway at the time, Niels Ihlen, from the Norwegian envoy in Paris, Baron
Frederick Wedel Jarlsberg. In the message, Wedel Jarlsberg drew attention to the possibility of expanding the borders of
Norway, and that this question could be brought up on the agenda of the Versailles Peace Conference, which met in
January 1919.

Norway, however, did not participate in the First World War and, probably, did not have a legitimate claim to partake in
sharing the fruits of victory. However, according to the Norwegian envoy in Paris, Norway had still significantly
contributed to the victory of the Allies, because its large merchant fleet during the war had sailed for the Entente
countries. Therefore, according to Wedel Jarlsberg, Norway could in its own right lay claim to new territories. Wedel
Jarlsberg was ready to demand not only the Spitsbergen Islands, which still had the status of no man's land, but also a
part of the Murman coast, and even the so-called Finnish wedge, a narrow strip of Finnish land located between
Sweden and Norway in the north. The envoy even wanted to acquire a German colony in East Africa for Norway, which



could become a supplier of raw materials for the Norwegian industry. However, the Norwegian government forbade
Wedel Jarlsberg to put forward any demands for colonies in Africa, or for the Murmansk coast [14, p. 371-372].

DIPLOMATIC NEGOTIATIONS

Meanwhile, Wedel Jarlsberg was given permission to work further on the Spitsbergen issue. As a result, in February
1920, a treaty was signed that gave Norway sovereignty over the Spitsbergen archipelago. Work in this direction was
facilitated by the fact that Russia, engulfed in revolutionary events, was not invited to the negotiations that took place
during the Versailles Peace Conference. However, the Norwegian authorities wanted to secure the signature of Soviet
Russia before Norway took possession of the Spitsbergen Islands. Only four years later, in 1924, the Soviet government
promised to recognize the treatise on the Spitsbergen Islands. A reciprocal gesture from the Norwegians was the
recognition of the Soviet government and the establishment of diplomatic relations with the Soviet Union [3, p. 154-173].

Another task with which the Norwegian envoy in Paris could go on working concerned the demand for the Russian
Pasvik as a defensive line against the Finnish expansion in the area. Wedel Jarlsberg told the Norwegian Foreign
Minister that the Entente powers sympathized with the Norwegian plans to expand the border to the east. However, they
stressed that this issue should be resolved through negotiations between the involved parties, and would not be
considered at the Versailles Peace Conference [14, p. 365-372].

Wedel Jarlsberg was of the opinion that, despite the outcome of the civil wars in the High North, negotiations with
Finland should be started as early as possible in order to get ahead of the Finnish occupation. He emphasized that
Norway should use this opportunity to get rid of the old easements of the Russian Skolt Sami on the Norwegian side of
the border, in particular their rights to fish salmon in the rivers in Southern Varanger. Wedel Jarlsberg's ideas were
supported by Andreas Tostrup Urbye, then Norway's envoy to Finland and former governor of Finnmark. Urbye was also
of the opinion that there was no need to demand special border regulations if Russia continued to be our neighbor. But
unlike Wedel-Jarlsberg, Urbye pointed out to the country's leadership that Norway should support Finland in this matter,
because in the future it would be better to have a small country as Norway’s neighbor in the north than a great power. In
this question, however, Urbye was not supported by another former governor of Finnmark, Nikolai Grove Prebensen,
Norway’s first and last envoy to Tsarist Russia (1905-1918). He warned that if Norway supported Finland's demand for
the Murmansk coast, then "Russia, when the country puts [its things] in order again, will not forget what we did" [4, p. 159].

It turns out that, in general, Norway in 1918-1920 officially encouraged the Soviet government to adhere to Pechenga,
no matter how strange it sounds today. The Finns, for their part, felt insulted and asked themselves the question: Why
does Norway prefer communist Russia to bourgeois Finland? In April 1920, the Norwegian government sent an official
note to Soviet Russia stating that it would not demand a settlement of the border line in the North if Pechenga remained
Russian territory. However, if Soviet Russia abandoned Pechenga in favor of some other state, then Norway would still
raise the question of expanding its territory in the border area [4, p. 173]. Note that the diplomatic procedure in this
matter was somewhat unusual, since Norway during this period did not have diplomatic relations with Soviet Russia. In
turn, Finland received only a copy of the note sent by the Norwegians to Russia in April 1920, and did not receive a note
of its own, despite the fact that diplomatic relations had already been established between Norway and the newly
independent Finland.

The Norwegian-Finnish border negotiations did not begin "as early as possible", as the envoy Wedel-Jarlsberg advised
at one time, but only in 1922, two years after the Dorpat Peace, according to which Soviet Russia finally abandoned
Pechenga in favor of an independent Finland. The Norwegian authorities moved too slowly in this matter, and in the end
Finland presented Norway with a fait accompli. In hindsight, it can be stated that such a negative outcome of the case
turned out to be the most favourable outcome for Norway in the long run. Firstly, because Finland did not touch the
border, which now became a Norwegian-Finnish state border. Secondly, because any change in the configuration of the
border in favor of Norway would have been badly received by the Russian side and could have created additional
problems in Norway’s bilateral relations with the Soviet Union after the Second World War, when Pechenga again
became part of the Soviet Union. The only "benefit" Norway achieved in its negotiations with Finland was the abolition of
the easements of the Russian Sami on Norwegian soil, which were granted to them in the 1826 border treatise and in
the additional protocol of 1834. This result was the only one of the proposals forwarded by envoy Wedel Jarlsberg,
which was implemented in practice. The indigenous population of the border zone, the Russian Skolt Sami, took this



result clearly as an unfavorable decision for them, despite the fact that the Norwegian government paid a small amount
of 12 thousand kronor in gold intended for the Russian Skolt Sami as compensation for the losses they suffered [1, pp.
154-64].

CONCLUSION

So, from the point of view of the Norwegian authorities, the consequences of the Russian and Finnish civil wars of
1918-1920 for Norway were not particularly discernible. Even the problems related to refugees or emigrants from two
neighboring countries, Russia and Finland, were not very demanding. A more serious concern among the Norwegians,
of course, was that the disintegration of the Russian Empire resulted in Norway getting a new neighbor in the northeast,
i.e. independent and “unpredictable Finland” — instead of the traditional neighbor, Tsarist Russia. The Norwegian
authorities had worked more or less openly in order to prevent the transfer of Pechenga to Finland, but in this they did
not succeed. It was even more important, however, to prevent the Finns from going further in their possible plans to take
possession of Norwegian territory on the shores of the Arctic Ocean. In this regard, the Norwegians decided in those
tense years to put forward a counter demand to the Finns for the division of the "booty", i.e. to split Pechenga.
Fortunately, this did not lead to anything, and in connection with the capture of Pechenga in 1920, the Finns did not
touch the Norwegian land. Indeed, the Finnish authorities most likely never had such plans.

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Abstract:

In recent years Poland's policy is more and more drawn to the White house. This is evidenced by numerous facts. In
particular, in the summer of 2017, it was in this country that Trump made a bellicose speech imbued with a militaristic
spirit. Warsaw actually imposed its territory on American military bases, offering 2 billion dollars for this. Moreover, it
calls on other countries to increase their contributions to the North Atlantic Alliance. Warsaw determined its contribution
to the activities of the relict bloc in February 2020 in the amount of 48.9 billion dollars, as noted, in order to modernize its
army to strengthen its Eastern flank. Moreover, they decided to implement their plans with the help of purchases of
American weapons, which was naturally in the hands of Washington. Warsaw supports the us policy against Russia and
Iran. It is obviously no accident that the anti-Tehran conference was held in Poland in February 2019. In addition, the
Polish government dreams of bringing to life the so-called project of "Intermarum", which for nearly a hundred years.
Moreover, his "father" was none other than Pilsudski himself, the dictator of Poland. It was about the unification of the
Eastern European countries located between the Baltic and Black seas, naturally under Polish leadership, and the
restoration of Poland within the borders of 1772. In order for this to happen, it was necessary first of all to destroy the
USSR by inciting nationalism and separatism among its non-Russian peoples, and introducing the idea of independence
into their minds. These planned plans were intended to be implemented with the help of white emigration, primarily
representatives of the national regions of the USSR, the Volga region and the Urals, who sought to unite in one
movement called prometheism (from the word "Prometheus"). It will be discussed in this article. Special attention is paid
to its formation and development in the period under review and the role of the second Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth In this process.

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Abstract:

The article is devoted to reviewing the state of the Finnish military burial in Primorsk and the events and claims related
to it. The author pays significant attention to the attempts to falsify the World War Il history and the controversy arising
thereof. The reconstruction of the Finnish military burial on the eve of the 75th anniversary of the victory in the Great
Patriotic War was conducted in violation of the Russian legislation and led to the increase in social tension among the
local population. The comparative analysis of publications, claims by the action groups as well as the administrative
case allowed to investigate the history of the reconstruction of the Finnish military burial in Primorsk. The background of
the issue includes the examples of concept and evaluation transformations aimed at contradicting Russian interests on
the basis of broadening the discourse window (the Overton Window). The case of establishing precedents and factoids
that are far from harmless to Russia in the information space of the region requires certain counter-effort by law-
enforcement authorities, administrative bodies, veteran associations and history community. The evaluation is given and
the conclusion to the effort by action groups and official bodies is made. The question is raised on the need and
direction of further actions to be taken within the framework of the Russian legislation.

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INTRODUCTION

Transfer of export flows is bypassing the territories of the Baltic countries and Finland though Russian ports is one of
consecutive targets of energy strategy to ensure the export freedom of the country. That is why, in 2000, the
construction of the largest oil-landing Russian port on the Baltic Sea, located half a hundred kilometers from the border,
started in the city of Primorsk [19]. It is clear that under conditions of intensification and growth of international terrorism,
informational and ideological aggression, Russophobia and neo-Nazism on the planet, patriotic education of local young
and prevention of acute social and political conflicts, which has become strategically important, are paramount priorities.

In this regard, it is worth noting that in 2020 Finland was among the countries that abstained from voting for the UN
General Assembly resolution aimed at countering the escalation of modern forms of racism (1). On the other hand,
thanks in large part to Russia, since 2004 the UN General Assembly has adopted a number of similar documents. Since
2013, the fight against the glorification of Nazism has been recognized as an integral part of the above-mentioned
resolution. At the same time, the UN General Assembly expressed: “deep concern about the glorification in any form of
the Nazi movement <... > including in the form of the construction of monuments and memorials <... > and also through
the announcement <... > of those who fought against the anti-Hitler coalition <... > committed war crimes and crimes
against humanity, members of national liberation movements < ... > in order to glorify them” (2). Nevertheless, attempts
to glorify Nazi Germany's allies also appear to be taking place within the Russian Federation. This article is devoted to
an examination of one of such attempts, undertaken near the Russian-Finnish border.

First of all, we have to admit that, even today, Russian-Finnish relations are overshadowed by information stuffing,
ideological attacks and falsification of the historical past [2]. Finnish researchers have also attacked Russian historians
engaged in studying various aspects of the armed confrontation between Finland and the USSR [23]. Primorsk, located
in the Leningrad Region, did not stay away from information attacks. On August 21, 2020, the author of this article
purchased at the local municipal museum of local lore a collection of letters from Ingrian people deported to the USSR
[21]. This publication is a translation into Russian of the Finnish military propaganda of 1943, long known to domestic
scholars and special services [15, p. 1].

In no small measure, the formation of patriotic beliefs among today's youth is promoted by studying the military history of
the region and participation in search work. Of course, the safety of military burials is of interest not only to citizens of
Russia, but also to other states. In this regard, it should be noted that, since the 90s. XX century the Russian Federation
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has signed 16 intergovernmental agreements on the mutual maintenance of military burials [17]. The Association for
International Military Memorial Cooperation "War Memorials" is responsible for fulfilling the obligations of the Russian
side under the agreements regarding foreign military burials on Russian territory [9].

FROM THE HISTORY OF THE RECONSTRUCTION OF THE FINNISH MILITARY BURIAL IN PRIMORSK

It is quite understandable that the official authorities of Finland and representatives of the administration of the
Vyborgsky district of the Leningrad region are showing interest in this topic. Thus, in January 2013, the Consulate
General of Finland in St. Petersburg held a seminar on foreign military cemeteries in the Russian Federation [18]. Its
participants were informed that «on the territory of the Russian Federation, the only executor of work to ensure the
safety and maintenance of foreign military graves <... > is the Association of International War Memorial Cooperation
“War Memorials”» [18]. However, as will be discussed below, this point has been forgotten by a number of officials.

It is noteworthy that just before the signing in July 1992 of the Agreement between the Governments of the Russian
Federation and the Republic of Finland (3) in Primorsk, on the initiative of Finnish citizens, on the site of the destroyed
Finnish military grave on the northern side of the Lutheran church of Saint Magdalene, a memorial sign «Sail and cross»
(4) was erected. Being located in the immediate vicinity of the Soviet military burial ground located near the Church, it
was declared a symbol of friendship between the Finns and Russians and, at the same time, the memory of the soldiers
and civilians of these states who died in wars [8; 16; 22]. However, on the territory of Finland, the symbolism of this
creation by the native of Koivisto (Primorsk) A. Saalo and the stonecutter K. Narvonen is interpreted differently.

In the Finnish press and printing products, you can find information about its installation, exclusively in memory of the
Finnish “heroes of Koivisto” buried at the church [24; 27, p. 3]. And one of the sites dedicated to the history of Finland’s
lost territories tells that this sign was placed at the burial site of Finnish heroes in memory of all the local residents
buried in Koivisto [25]. Gradually, a change in the interpretation of the symbolism of the sign has occurred in Russia. For
example, initially the director of the MBUK «Primorsk local lore museum» |.N. Kolotova stated: «the cross is a symbol of
memory of those who died here, Russians and Finns, military and civilians; the sail is a symbol of friendship between
the Russian and Finnish peoples» [11; 12]. In 2019 her explanation was different: "Not only soldiers were buried near
the church...but also civilians of the city. <...> “The Cross and Sail monument” that had previously stood here, erected in
1992 just in memory of the fallen Finnish residents, was moved <...>" [6].

The dismantling and installation of the aforementioned memorial in 2019 was carried out in connection with the
construction of a memorial in honor of the Finnish soldiers who died of wounds and deaths buried near the church
building. According to the statement of the chairman of the «Koivisto» society E. Tuominen on its postponement was
insisted by the Russian side [24]. The reason for the decision to move the commemorative sign for the residents of
Primorsk remains unknown. It seems to the author that the ambiguous interpretation of its symbolism and its
relocation to a new location are by no means accidental and, in fact, are further examples of the transformation
of information to the detriment of Russian interests based on the concept of expanding the window of
discourse(the Overton window).

In support of the project for the restoration of the military burial place in 2019, the Rector of the Evangelical-Lutheran
Parish of St. Maria Magdalena S. Gerasimov said: «I've always worried about people walking through graves. The
consequence of this is a state of spiritual poverty. When we restore burial, it will be confession and forgiveness» (5).
Speaking at the same time, the chairman of the society «Koivisto» E. Tuominen stated the following: «The restored
burial grounds will help us remember and understand history, as well as respect life and the world. | believe that the
construction of this monument will create an even more solid platform for cooperation between Finns and residents of
Primorsk» (5). She later calculated that the project to restore a military grave in Primorsk, which lasted more than 4
years, required 18 trips to negotiate with various officials in the Russian Federation [24].

Nevertheless, this number of encounters has not contributed to an objective understanding of history and the prevention
of falsification, but has, on the contrary, produced tensions in society. Therefore, the memorial, restored in 2019, is
unlikely to become a platform for cooperation. In our opinion, there are several reasons for this.

Firstly, the reconstruction was not preceded by a search for the preservation and exact location of the remains of buried
Finnish soldiers. Based on the surviving maps (6, p. 93, 96, 104.) and the binding carried out by a resident of Primorsk



V.E. Pinchuk, we can draw a preliminary conclusion that the plates of the modern memorial are displaced relative to the
actual location of the pre-existing war graves.

Secondly, the question of the number of persons buried in the Finnish military cemetery remains open (see table Ne 1).
Based on information from the National Archives of Finland, we can conclude that among the 102 names indicated on
the memorial plaques there is information about persons buried elsewhere, as well as information about those whose
ashes were lost on the battlefield [30]. At the same time, the reason for the appearance of the names of persons
conditionally buried in this place remains unclear. This is probably due to the desire of members of the "Koivisto" society
to equip a war memorial in memory of those who died not in one war, but two.

It is possible that the persons involved in the restoration of the memorial relied on some initial credentials of this military
burial of the 40s of the XX century. Or, members of the «Koivisto» society tried to supplement the former graves here
with cenotaphs. In addition, members of the initiative group of Primorsk residents conducted a preliminary analysis for
the involvement of a number of buried persons in military crimes, after which they sent them to the prosecutor's office of
the Leningrad region and other official institutions. Their opinion was supported by the director of the Institute of History,
Political and Social Sciences FSEI «Petrozavodsk State University» S.G. Verigin. He believes that among the persons
buried in this place «there are those who can be attributed to war criminals, as well as those who served in the division
of the SS «North»» (7; 8).

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Thirdly, the textual design of the Finnish Military Memorial at Primorsk (12) at the central pylon (see Tab. 2) deserves
special attention. Due to local protests (13), the first inscription glorifying the Finnish soldiers (including allies of Nazi
Germany) buried there was replaced in the winter of 2020. Now its image is available mainly on the pages of Finnish
online resources (14). The second version of the inscription, tab. No. 2 (6, p. 105) latently ranks the USSR among the
states that aggressively entered the Second World War. According to Doctor of Historical Sciences, Professor S.G.
Verigin: «in fact, this name accuses Russia of genocide of civilians in Finland» (8). At the same time, the lack of
information about the belonging of the buried to the Finnish army hides the military status of this burial and at the same
time blames the Red Army for the death of the local population.

In this regard, | think it appropriate to note that the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation provides for the punishment
of persons for publicly «disseminating knowingly false information about the activities of the USSR during the Second
World War » (15). Therefore, comments on the protest of local residents not seeing «a problem in this monument»
director of MBUK «Primorsk local lore museum» |.N. Kolotova appear at least unconvincing and not professional (16).
To say the least, her remarks in the network group «Interesting Primorsk» (on the original inconsistency of the text and
the resulting case of meaning, substitution of discussion and presentation of burial to civilians, positioning of Finnish
soldiers dead by some reservists and reservists) as well as the announcement of the forthcoming inauguration «new
monument established on the means of Finnish citizens» is not convincing (16).

In an interview, the chairman of the Finnish Society for the Commemoration of War Victims P. Suominen said: «lt is the
duty of every generation to preserve the maximum of truth, so that it would be easier for descendants to understand
their roots and look into the future. In both Finland and Russia, knowledge of military history is necessary to learn
how to avoid conflict...» [14]. Quite agreeing with these words, | am compelled to ascertain that the present situation
with opening in May, 2020, soon after celebrating the 75 anniversary of the Victory of the Soviet people in the Great
Patriotic War of 1941 - 1945, the Finnish military burial place in Primorsk obviously does not promote it. Therefore, it
seems that E. Tuominen's statement about providing «heroes of Koivisto» with the long-awaited peace and quiet is far
from reality [24].

Thus, | assume that the repair of the Finnish military burial in Primorsk was carried out without proper expertise
and qualified referencing on the ground.

IN SEARCH OF THE ORIGINS OF CONTRADICTION

It is noteworthy that the actions and statements of a number of officials of power structures on this issue, which took
place both before and after the repair of this military cemetery, are also difficult to consider balanced. Let's dwell on
some of them in more detail.

For example, in 2012, the head of the Primorsky settlement S. Ryzhova, referred to in contradiction of the domestic
historiography of the battles of 1941-1944. «War-Continuation» and clearly exceeding her powers, has initiated the
exhumation of buried remains of Finnish soldiers in Primorsk.Through the Vyborg News editorial office, her
proposal to have them reburied in Finland was passed on to the Finnish Association for the Commemoration of War
Victims [11].

During the July 26, 2019 discussion in the Primorsk administration of the project for the improvement of the burial site of
Koivisto residents, the assistant on architecture to the head of the Vyborg district administration O.Y. Likhovidov said:
«The project for the reconstruction of burials on the territory of the former cemetery next to the church was prepared in
accordance with "the Agreement between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the
Republic of Finland on cooperation and perpetuation of the memory of Russian (Soviet) military personnel in Finland
and Finnish military personnel in Russia who died in World War Il war "» (17). A similar point of view was presented on
the Internet on behalf of the deputy of the Legislative Assembly of the Leningrad Oblast, P.V. Vorobyev (5).

In May 2020 S.V. Slobozhanyuk, giving an explanation to the Vyborg City Prosecutor's Office, asserted: “representatives
of the Finnish society “Koivisto” have repeatedly appealed to > ... > the administration > ... > with a request not to hold
mass events on the territory near the Kirk > ... > in the fall of 2019 < ... > initiated improvement burial places of citizens
of the city of Koivisto <... > at the request of the Finnish side, a meeting of citizens of the city of Primorsk was held in
July 2019” (18). However, earlier she prepared the text of a letter from the head of the municipal entity «Primorsk City
Settlement» S.V. Ryzhova to the city procurator’s office with the following statement: «in the Council of Deputies of
the ME "Primorsk city settlement” official addresses of the Finnish society "Koivisto" with a request for
assistance in the improvement of the memorial to Finnish warriors no» (19).

However, according to the information agency «Krasnaya Vesna», back in 2017 the Municipality of «Primorsk Urban
Settlement» received an appeal from the Finnish society «Koivisto» with a request to arrange a Lutheran cemetery
around the Kirk [3]. It is also noteworthy that in Primorsk «a meeting, conference (meeting of delegates) of citizens is



held at the initiative of the population, the council of deputies, the head of the municipality, as well as in cases stipulated
by the charter of territorial public self-government» (20).

Not surprisingly, the appearance of the memorial glorifying the servicemen of the allied fascist state of Germany
and the very strange position of a number of officials on this issue aroused the indignation of local
residents. However, they did not confine themselves to comments on various Internet sites. The initiative group sent
inquiries to various official authorities and experts (see Table 3).

The following points are worth noting in this connection:

¢ The transfer of the remains of Finnish servicemen buried on Russian territory for reburial in Finland is possible
only «at the request of the Contracting Party concerned and with the consent of the State on whose territory
the remains are buried» (3);

¢ information about a mass grave in wartime in the immediate vicinity of the church of Finnish servicemen is
public and is present on Russian and Finnish websites, incl. on the site of the local museum of local lore;

¢ non-observance by officials of the administration of the procedure for organizing and conducting public
hearings «led to a violation of the provisions of clause 7.2 of Art. 14 of the Federal Law of 06.10.2003 No. 131-
FL «On the general principles of organizing local self-government in the Russian Federation», as well as social
instability among the population of Primorsk» (21);

¢ the reconstruction of the Finnish war memorial at Kirch in Primorsk was carried out in violation of Art. 2 of the
aforementioned Agreement between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the
Republic of Finland (22);

e The head of administration of municipality «Primorsk urban settlement» E.V.Shestakov left unanswered the
letter of Primorsk citizens dated 25.02.2020, and on request of Vyborg city prosecutor's office ref. 7-76-2020 of
11.06.2020, the administration received the following reply: «No appeals from citizens regarding violation of
federal law requirements in the course of development of the territory near the Kirk and construction of the
memorial» (23).

Thus, such contradictory and unreliable statements of officials to a large extent contribute to the production of
precedents and factoids that are by no means harmless for Russia in the information space of the region.

AN ACT OF VANDALISM IN THE INFORMATION SPACE OF THE REGION

The situation escalated after an act of vandalism was committed against the Finnish war memorial on the night of
February 24, 2020. The memorial plates located in the immediate vicinity of the Church of St. Magdalene were covered
with a thick red-brown paint, and a red star was depicted on the central pylon [1]. This news spread rapidly not only in
the Russian, but also in the Finnish segment of the global network [28]. The head of the administration E. Shestakov,
who commented on this case, said in particular:

¢ «the Finnish society "Koivisto" has repeatedly come out with a proposal to improve the territory of this civil
cemeteryy;

¢ «this is not about the military. This is a special memorable place where relatives can come, lay flowers and pay
tribute to the memory»;

¢ «there are a number of activists in Primorsk who did not like the idea of improving the space near Kirk. They
believe that in this way the state supports fascism» [20].

The Vyborg municipal television company also covered this incident in sufficient detail (24). In the report, its
presenter, in particular, said that:

e The project for the reconstruction of the Finnish memorial was prepared: «in accordance with an agreement
between the governments of the two countries on cooperation and perpetuation of the memory of Russian
servicemen in Finland and Finnish servicemen in Russia who died during World War |l»;

¢ «last year, public hearings preceded the improvement of the burial area of Koivisto residentsy;

¢ «the representatives of the two countries expected that the construction of the monument would create an
even more solid platform for cooperation» (24).

This reportage was prepared by:

¢ the head of the administration of the Primorsky urban settlement E. Shestakov, who said: «It is certainly sad
that there are people who, not knowing history, and with disrespect for memory, behavey;
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* A. Matvienko, the head of the public movement «Memorial Park Sorvali», who told about the Finnish custom
of not leaving their dead servicemen on the battlefield, compared the paint to blood and demanded that we do
everything possible so that we know these people by sight, and that someone sometime | hammered into their
heads that it is impossible to do so» (24).

In addition, in this reportage sounded the presenter's phrase about the desecration of memorial plates «with the names
of Finnish residents who died during the war» (24). Obviously, the host of the TV company, who was positioning itself as
a team of real professionals producing high-quality content, who failed to properly grasp the essence of what was
happening, simply quoted the biased inscription on the central stele of the memorial. It is worth noting that during the
coverage of this news, the statement was also circulated that the project «passed public hearings positively,
which were attended, among other things, by our veterans» [20], and the restoration of the memorial was «carried
out in accordance with the bilateral "Agreement on cooperation and perpetuation of the memory of Russian (Soviet)
military personnel in Finland and Finnish military personnel in Russia who died in World War [I"» [10]. Moreover, the
information confrontation on the Internet has reached the point of producing «fakes». In particular, an attempt was made
to link the act of vandalism with the protests of a part of the townspeople named by the author as «false patriots»
against the construction of a Finnish war memorial in violation of Russian law (25).

CONCLUSION

In fact, speaking out for the return of the memorial sign «Cross and Sail» to its original place, doubting the exact location
of the restored memorial and pointing out errors in the spelling of names and dates on the memorial plates, the
initiative group of Primorsk residents showed clear respect for the feelings of relatives and fellow countrymen
of Finnish servicemen buried in this place (26; 27; 28). In addition, its representative, V.E. Pinchuk not only spoke in
favor of the return of military status to this mass grave, but also condemned the act of vandalism that had taken (29).

It is also worth noting that responses were received from a number of official instances and the following actions were
taken it was thanks to the intervention of these patriotic citizens in the situation:

e carried out a preliminary analysis of information about the buried Finnish military personnel for their
involvement in war crimes and the presence of cenotaphs among the graves;

e in January 2020, the original inscription on the central stele of the monument was removed;

¢ recieved an expert opinion from Doctor of Historical Sciences, professor SG Verigina (30);

¢ the fact of reconstruction of the Finnish military memorial near Kirk in Primorsk was established in violation of
Art. 2 Agreements between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Republic of
Finland on cooperation in perpetuating the memory of Russian (Soviet) military personnel in Finland and
Finnish military personnel in Russia who died in World War Il (31);

e on April 24, 2020, the Vyborg City Prosecutor's Office submitted to the head of the Primorsk Urban Settlement
municipal formation a submission to eliminate violations of federal legislation (32);

e «The Vyborg City Prosecutor's Office has prepared an administrative claim on the recognition of illegal
inaction of the administration of the municipal formation «Primorsk urban settlement» < ... > expressed
in the admission of work within the boundaries of the cultural heritage site "Kirk"» and imposing
obligations on the administration to organize the release of a land plot from small architectural forms
established in the course of uncoordinated improvement works (33);

¢ brought to disciplinary responsibility by acting head of the administration of the municipal district «Primorsk
urban settlement» S.V. Slobozhenyuk and the head of the «Primorsk urban settlement», S.V. Ryzhova (34);

e LLC «Korisstroy», which performed contract work on the reconstruction of the burial ground in the city of
Primorsk, was found guilty of committing an administrative offense under Art. 7.14 of the Code of
Administrative Offenses of the Russian Federation and received a punishment in the form of an administrative
fine (35).

However, many questions still await a proper solution. In particular:

¢ a full examination of the military burial for involvement buried in Primorsk Finnish troops to military crimes and
crimes against humanity, the preservation of the remains, their number and precise location;

¢ clarification of the symbolism and place of installation of the memorial sign «Cross and Sail»;

¢ final arrangement of the territory adjacent to the Kirch;

« identifying the reasons and persons that contributed to the appearance on the central stele of the
Finnish military memorial of inscriptions glorifying the allies of the Third Reich and distorting the role
of the USSR in World War Il, as well as making appropriate decisions in accordance with current legislation.

The presented situation could be resolved in a shorter time if the representatives of the Finnish society «Koivisto»
initially applied to the specialists of the corresponding structures authorized by the Russian and Finnish authorities.

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Abstract:

Within the borders of the South-Western Administrative District of Moscow (Russia) is the South-Western Vicariate (the
head of the Vicar office, His Grace Bishop Feofilakt of Dmitrov). Until the first half of the XlII century, a large agricultural
region was formed on the territory of the South-Western administrative district of Moscow, which in many respects
contributed to the growth and rise of Moscow. Approximately from the second half of the 17th — beginning of the 18th
centuries, the estates located near Moscow were concentrated in the most prominent representatives of the capital's
nobility. The estates of Cheryomushki, Narrow, Znamensky Zadki, Yasenevo, Vorontsovo, Mamonovo have been fully or
partially preserved to this day and make up the estate «necklace» of the South-West. Magnificent examples of the
spiritual and cultural heritage of antiquity are Orthodox churches, which are monuments of the city’s history — this is the
Big St. Andrew’s Monastery, the Church of the Life-Giving Trinity in Vorontsovo, the Church of Saints Boris and Gleb in
Zyuzino, the Church of the Kazan Icon of the Mother of God in Narrow, the Church of the Sign of the Icon of the Mother
of God in the village of Zakharyino, the last two are over three hundred years old. Southwestern Vicarism includes St.
Andrew's (deanery — Archpriest Nikolai Karasev) and Paraskevo-Pyatnitsky (deanery —Archpriest Anatoly Kozha)
deaneries, which number about 66 active churches, some of them are named after the Holy New Martyrs and
Confessors of the Russian Orthodox Church. On March 25, 1991, the Holy Synod of the Russian Orthodox Church
adopted the Decree “On the resumption of the remembrance of confessors and martyrs who suffered for the faith of
Christ, established by the Local Council” on April 5(18), 1918. The New Martyrs and Confessors of the Russian Church
are Orthodox Christians, our compatriots who, during the period of persecution of the Church since 1917, were
subjected to repression for professing the Orthodox faith. The study analyzed the main publications, electronic archives,
electronic databases, revealing the topic for a review article. Revealed sources highlighting the features of the
perpetuation of the events of the persecution of the Russian Orthodox Church and the victims of repression among
priests.

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Abstract:
On the basis of the analysis of the dominant historiographical tendencies, an attempt was made to identify the coinciding
and different approaches in the concepts of the Great Russian Revolution and the Ukrainian National-Democratic
Revolution, to substantiate the role of the Ukrainian factor in the all-Russian revolutionary process of 1917-1920.
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In the ongoing search for optimal version of modern holistic concept of Ukrainian history (I think it is still far from at least
an intermediate positive conclusion), many contradictions, essential doubts and questions are revealed.

Thus, revolutions, as an immanent progressive method of social development, are quite often denied altogether, or are
resolutely condemned. A lot of effort is spent on proving that none other than revolutionaries are guilty of the shed seas
of blood, rivers of tears, innumerable people's suffering and disasters.

Having paid a lot of attention to comprehending revolutionary phenomena over many decades of research, the author of
this essay has invariably sought to focus on scientific theoretical approaches and criteria. One of the defining factors in
this has always been a universal, constructive system of coordinates based on real historical knowledge, in which the
evolutionary and revolutionary ways of solving social problems were perceived and interpreted as equally full-fledged
natural vectors of the historical step. And no matter how abstractly preferable a comparatively more painless and low-
conflict evolutionary vector may seem, one must be aware that a revolutionary option becomes inevitable if there are no
satisfactory answers to the challenges of the time in the first direction, the resolution of pressing contradictions turns out
to be impossible. It is equally important to adhere to the principle of concrete historical analysis in the study and
fundamental assessment of reconstructed revolutionary events [1-9].

THREE REVOLUTIONARY EXPLOSIONS

Based on the ideas about the essence of social revolutions, as a historically determined breakdown of the previously
dominant political foundations, an explosive break in evolutionary gradualness, qualitative leaps in life progress, in the
history of Ukraine, three major, most radical shifts can be distinguished, including, and perhaps above all — in the
national-state segment.

The first — in the middle of 17th century, the second — in 1917-1920 and the third — at the turn of the 80s — 90s of 20th
century.

The revolutionary outburst of 1648—1654, most visibly manifested in the national liberation war, was directed against the
brutal Polish national and religious oppression, oppression of Orthodoxy, the forcible imposition of Catholicism, the
erection of barriers in the development of national culture, language, education. The main goal of the struggle was the
conquest of state independence and conciliarity (unity) of Ukraine. All this was layered on overcoming the contradictions
in socio-economic life: the emergence, in contrast to the archaic feudal order, a fundamentally new model of relations,
characteristic of the new era. In the complex, events of the middle of 17th century in Ukraine quite "fit" into the
parameters, typology of national, libertalist revolutions.

The cornerstones of the four-year program of the national-democratic revolution of 1917-1920, which was woven into
other revolutionary processes, were the most important goals - the revival of the nation, the creation of its own state,
ensuring its independence, sovereignty, conciliarity, the achievement of true people's rights, deep social transformations,
full-blooded Ukrainization of all spheres of public life. Despite the defeat, symbols, ideals of the revolution were inspiring
landmarks, meanings for subsequent generations of fighters — patriots.of Ukraine.

Content, significance, results of deep movements that began in Ukraine at the turn of the 80s — 90s of the last century
and continuing now, can also rightfully be classified as revolutionary. It is, first of all, about the achievement of national-
state independence by Ukraine, the creation of all the necessary prerequisites for accelerating and completing the
process of forming a modern political nation (as a rule, in world experience, this is the task and essence of national
liberation revolutions), a radical change in property relations, structure property (the core of most social revolutions), a
revolution in the entire political system (an indispensable condition for every revolution). Such qualifications can be
projected on the transformation in international guidelines, in the ideological, spiritual, legal spheres of social life.

In chronologically quite remote from each other revolutionary phenomena, one can see something in common, defining
— the desire to give answers to the challenges of the time, to overcome the antagonistic contradictions that have arisen,
to reach a higher level of opportunities for the disclosure and implementation of accumulated potentials, to "break out" to
broader horizons of creative creation, embodiment into the practice of new civilizational frontiers of social, national,
spiritual progress.



“Along the way” it is worth recalling the remaining more rhetorical questions: Could Ukraine have achieved in another
way, that is, in an evolutionary, reformist way, what the three mentioned revolutions brought it? Is it possible to compare
the pace, scale, qualitative characteristics of the progressive step of Ukrainians over the centuries and decades of
smooth, unhurried drift with transformations and achievements in short stages of revolutionary "assaults"?..

However, it is much more important to try to find reasoned, as far as possible, the most convincing answers, keeping in
mind that only a systemic, comprehensive, unbiased analysis can help to approach objective conclusions regarding
extremely important, critical, truly fateful milestones in Russian history.

ABOUT THE CONCEPTS OF THE GREAT RUSSIAN AND UKRAINIAN REVOLUTIONS

Perhaps the most difficult questions arise when analyzing modern historiography, dedicated to clarifying the role of
revolutionary factors, phenomena in the life of the people of Ukraine in 1917—1920.

Realizing the impossibility of a detailed analysis of the available huge layer of historical works, it seems justified, within
the limited publication limit, to touch mainly on one, but undoubtedly the most important aspect — the objective "collision"
of two practically polar points of view, approaches, and positions that have appeared in recent years. It is about the
scientific interpretation of revolutionary events in one of the largest national regions — Ukraine.

In the Russian Federation in connection with the centenary of the revolutionary upheavals of 1917 there was a real
boom of publications, a significant, perhaps even dominant, which took place in work, justifying and promoting the
concept of the Great Russian Revolution. [10-14]

One of its fundamental components is the denial (in a milder version — doubt) of the presence in the historical
experience of national revolutions, primarily Ukrainian. What happened in the largest and most developed in the
economic and political national region is qualified as a harmful separatist destruction that destroyed an integral
centralized state, the preservation of which is seen as one of the main goals and basic values of Russia's
modernization. In a certain sense, the final two-volume edition of the Institute of Russian History of the Russian
Academy of Sciences "The Russian Revolution of 1917: Power, Society, Culture" [15].

Having taken the position of ideological and professional confrontation (probably not by chance in the year of the
centenary of the scientific publications, in any case, there were practically no noticeable publications devoted to the
Russian revolution in Ukraine), Ukrainian historians tried a lot in advance to prove that the events of 1917-1920 in the
region were fundamentally different from the processes that filled life at that time in the provinces of Central Russia.
Resolutely ignoring the facts of interdependence and mutual influence between the October Revolution ("coup") and the
process of national-state self-determination in Ukraine, allegedly embodying fundamentally divergent social vectors, it is
emphasized that they separated the political center of the country and the outskirts not just on different sides of the
barricades, but and scattered on different, irreconcilable front lines, on which the bloody extermination of neighboring
nations took place ("Ukrainian-Russian", "Ukrainian-Bolshevik" wars). It is declared that there were no serious internal
contradictions in Ukraine (in particular, on ideological grounds) and this a priori excluded the Civil War, and the colossal
victims of 1917-1920 were the result of unprovoked aggression by the "northern neighbor". Such positions are most
consistently and fully carried out in the two-volume essay of the Institute of the History of Ukraine of the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, dedicated to the Ukrainian revolution [16].

The author's recent monograph [17] was a kind of reflection on opposing tendencies.
Continuing to reflect on the aggravated problems in historiography that lead the representatives of one — "the historical
workshop of two countries" — to opposite, polar positions, it seems possible and necessary to pay additional attention to

some, mainly historical and theoretical, aspects.

The starting point and the most basic point of public dispute — was there a Ukrainian revolution at all? Is this not an idle
fiction of historians inclined to opportunism? Is the term itself legitimate at all?..



The phrase "Ukrainian revolution" appeared already in spring of 1917, it was widely used in programmatic and other
political documents of national parties [18-22], in the ideological lexicon of that time. It meant a fairly fast, almost
lightning-fast transformation of the explosively surging national liberation movement into such a scale, qualitative
characteristics, and the consequences that involved almost the majority of an actively minded national community,
representatives of all its strata, into their force field, were marked by essential shifts in all spheres of life Ukrainians,
including in the matter of national self-determination, revival of statehood, spiritual and cultural progress.

It was in this understanding that its leaders, who became its first historians, perceived and propagated ideas and
experience of the Ukrainian revolution [23—-28]. Their works appeared mainly outside the borders of Soviet Ukraine.
However, in the first post-revolutionary decade, many Soviet historians also resorted to the term and its corresponding
filling [29-34].

But since the beginning of the 30s this term in its original meaning has disappeared from domestic publications,
identifying the phenomena and processes it implies with the bourgeois-nationalist counter-revolution.

At the turn of the 80s — 90s of the last century in Ukraine, works of M.Grushevsky, V.Vynnychenko, S.Petlyura,
D.Doroshenko, |.Mazepa, other diaspora and foreign historians began to be reprinted, dissertations began to be
defended (their count went to hundreds), numerous books and articles to be published in which the events of 1917—
1920 considered from the point of view of the Ukrainian revolution. At the same time, the negative aspects of an
uncritical attitude towards sources that bore the stamp of the ideological struggle of previous decades appeared very
soon: the absolutization of the national aspect, exaggeration of the significance of national-statist aspirations while
neglecting social factors, the realities of class, intra-national conflicts [35-38] (1). Ignoring other, interrelated, partly
parallel development of social processes led, in particular, to the fact that the entire period of 1917—-1920 began to be
called time, historical stage, the era of the Ukrainian revolution, as well as to name the corresponding topics of
educational programs and textbooks [39; 40].

Not being limited by the desire to extol the regularity and significance of the Ukrainian revolution in all possible ways, in
parallel, persistent attempts were made to present the meaning and content of the Russian revolution in a completely
different way. Perhaps the most active is S. Kulchitskiy, who is the author of both special monographic works [41; 42]
and collective publications, including the sections in the above-mentioned essays [43; 44, p. 7-20].

The essence of the approach is presented in this extremely categorical way. "...The Soviets are a phenomenon of the
Russian revolution, although they politically manifested themselves in the Ukrainian revolution," says one of the works.
“On the shoulders of the Soviets, the Russian Bolsheviks came to power and, with the help of a hastily created
organization of the Chekists, destroyed all their political rivals and competitors. After that, the Leninist party left only a
shell of the soviets, turning them into a helpless appendage of its own dictatorial power.

Under these conditions, the Bolsheviks found it easy to use the two-pronged structure of power, called the Soviet, in
order to replace national states on the outskirts of the former Russian Empire with puppet Soviet states. They strangled
the people's revolution, which had been developing since 1917 in two alternative forms - democratic and Soviet, in order
to replace it with their own, Communist Party “revolution from above” ” [45, p. 5].

According to the invented scheme (let's leave the analysis and assessment of its essence "out of brackets"), even a
research structure is built that presupposes an artificial effect — the social and national revolutions should not "intersect”,
they cannot even touch - for "greater persuasiveness" their history should be recreated not only in different, non-
contiguous sections, but also in different volumes [44, p. 7-20; 46, p. 412—-499].

Against this background, three main tendencies were most visible.

1. A certain part of scientists (both Ukraine and Russia) believed that in this case, the role of the national
revolution in general is exaggerated, up to mythologization [47], that it is much more justified to speak only
about one or another, even if significant, specificity of development in Ukraine. The October revolutions,
however, do not give sufficient grounds to take the events in Ukraine as a separate, special revolutionary
stream — a phenomenon [48]. Therefore, it is more reasonable to limit ourselves to their qualification as
additional unique manifestations of the all-Russian process, all-Russian collisions and shocks [49-51].



2. Another part of the experts tried to prove that in fact the picture was completely different. The Ukrainian
revolution was not at all a manifestation of all-Russian battles and advances. By and large, it took shape,
became a historical reality because, formally speaking, it “did not fit” into the standards, the contours of the
Russian revolution, in orientations, programs, specific actions, it significantly went (because it was forced to do
so) beyond their borders [52]. The historian V. Verstyuk developed his views most consistently and continues
to develop in this direction [53; 54]. One of the arguments by some researchers even put forward a territorial
(administrative-geographical) factor — since the context of the Ukrainian revolution included events in the
Western Ukrainian lands that were part of Austria-Hungary until November 1918, then this, they say, brought
the national revolution from its introduction to the all-Ukrainian processes "outside" the Russian revolution [55,
pp. 46-79].

3. Some historians, responding to the obvious exaggeration of the national moment, the national idea, the
national cause by the majority of Ukrainian researchers, considered it necessary to take into account the social
component of the concept of the Ukrainian revolution, the orientation towards the people's legal (doctrically
close to socialist) state-political models, their organic relationship with the desire to realize the national interest
and the simultaneous interconnection and dependence on processes and events in the revolutionary centers of
the country, which gave impetus and direction to events and shifts mainly in the social segments of life [56—
61].

Perhaps the last semantic trend turned out to be relatively less represented in the historiographic stream. It is
substantively supported by authors who are more engaged in the study of the historical and party problems of the period
and inevitably turn to the really existing effect of the interweaving of facts and events on a political cut [62—-66].

Despite its scarcity, it turned out that it was publications of this kind (approach, content, character) that at a certain stage
were the real "logical bridge" on which the positions of Ukrainian and Russian studies began to converge from different
sides, and the achievements of Ukrainian historians were recognized [67—70] and used in Moscow and St. Petersburg
editions of Russian authors [71-74].

There were outlined paths (logical threads) to the synthesis of knowledge — points of view, approaches, which indicated
a positive effect for both (conditionally — Kiev and Moscow) parties. However, not having time to develop and gain a
foothold, potentially fruitful and promising undertakings faced the negative impact of the political environment. The bias
towards national centrism, which has significantly increased in Ukraine since 2005, created deliberately favorable
conditions for those who, in spite of everything, put the Ukrainian factor at the fore. Taking advantage of the situation,
the supporters of the confrontation with Russian historiography did a lot to prove: everything, or at least everything
important, the main thing that happened in Ukraine and with Ukraine in 1917-1920, was different, different from the all-
Russian, more precisely — Great Russian, bringing the image of understandable natural features and peculiarities to the
level of intrinsic value, self-sufficiency.

It is difficult to judge with all certainty, but it is possible with a high degree of probability to assume that such a turn had
its effect on the newest conceptual approaches of Russian colleagues, in a sense, psychologically influenced the
meaning and content of the response. As a result, the divergent vectors syndrome created a situation close to a
stalemate, in any case, intractable in the short term.

In striving for a positive result, which seems possible and achievable only on the path of mutual understanding,
interested conscious movement towards a joint agreed (consolidated) version of the fundamental vision of the essence
of the processes of the revolutionary era in Ukraine, it seems necessary to carry out a scientific restoration of the
historical picture from the standpoint of objectivity, trust in provability, persuasiveness. This means, first of all, an
adequate perception of the Ukrainian revolution as a vital reality generated by the action of a combination of objective
and subjective factors. These include:

- The desire of the Ukrainian elite, supported by a significant part of the ethnos, its politically active elements, to resolve
the national question, to provide conditions for the revival of the nation, its full development in all spheres of its
existence.

- Ukrainian political parties were the initiators, inspirers, organizers of the national democratic revolution. Having
originated at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries, they achieved the greatest strength, number, influence after the
overthrow of the autocracy, the democratization of life in the country. By the end of 1917, there were already at least 100
thousand people in their ranks, and during the entire revolutionary era there were 33 parties in the Dnieper region and 9
more in the Western region. In their names, they necessarily contained the element "Ukrainian", thus emphasizing the



central, primary goal of their activities — the solution of the Ukrainian question, the embodiment and protection of the
national interest. The Ukrainian Party of Socialist-Revolutionaries, the Ukrainian Social-Democratic Labor Party, and the
Ukrainian Party of Socialist-Federalists enjoyed special authority and support.

- Ukrainian political parties during 1917—-1920 together with other mass public and other national organizations created
two centers of revolutionary action, mainly with coordinating and directing functions — the Central Rada (March 1917)
and the Directory (November 1918), which, with the development of events, emerging needs, a leading role in the
public-national life, and with the formation of statehood — in state building and management.

- The political elite of the nation offered the masses a scientifically grounded concept of the Ukrainian revolution (the
main role here belonged to a prominent scientist — historian M. Hrushevsky). Its main components were the active
support of the processes of comprehensive democratization of public life that began after the overthrow of the
autocracy, involving the achievement of popular rule (a democratic republic), the decentralization of the former empire
and the creation of a federal democratic republic of Russia, in which Ukraine, like other administrative-territorial entities
that arose on the ruins of the former "Prisons of peoples", would have received the status of national-territorial
autonomy.

The proposed strategy was almost unanimously officially supported by the Ukrainian National Congress (congress) on
April 6-8, 1917, in which about a thousand envoys — elected from all regions with a predominantly Ukrainian population
(nine provinces — Podolsk, Volyn, Kiev, Chernigov, Poltava, Kharkov, Yekaterinoslav, Kherson and Tauride (mainland
districts, without Crimea)). At that time, the demands of the state independence of Ukraine were not supported, since
the absolute minority of the national politicum adhered to them.

- The proposed and approved strategy, although not without difficulty, more external resistance, began to be
implemented. Naturally, with the change of circumstances, she could not remain unchanged. At a certain stage of the
revolutionary step, the answer to new political demands was the task of giving Ukrainian statehood an independent,
independent status.

It so happened that after a significant upsurge, the Ukrainian revolution experienced a deep crisis and a rollback from
the positions it had won, the offensive of reaction, personified by the hetman regime, an attempt to restore the pre-
February social order. However, the nation did not accept "conservative" — counterrevolutionary projects, at the call of
the leaders of the Ukrainian revolution rose to an anti-hetman uprising (sometimes called the Second Ukrainian
Revolution), overthrew the authoritarian-monarchical rule, based on the occupying Austro-German armed forces.

The new conditions required a new adjustment of the program of the revolution. It was developed by V. Vinnichenko,
and approved by the Labor Congress of Ukraine on January 23-28, 1919. Its essence consisted in the creation in
Ukraine of the Republic of the Working People on the basis of labor councils (without representation of exploiting
elements) and the achievement of peaceful relations, an alliance with Soviet Russia " to fight against the world
bourgeoisie”.

- Hundreds of thousands and millions of Ukrainians, as well as representatives of other nationalities, rallied under the
slogans and banners of the national democratic revolution, demonstrating a desire to achieve their goals and proving
this by the practice of active participation in events. Thus, at the call of the Directory to revolt for the revival of the
revolutionary conquests in November-December 1918, more than 300 thousand volunteers, mainly peasants and former
soldiers, joined the insurgent army. In other periods, the military formations of the Ukrainian revolution numbered tens of
thousands of people, forming confrontation fronts with other revolutionary streams and camps.

- Among the immediate results and achievements of the Ukrainian revolution was the revival of Ukrainian statehood: on
November 7, 1917, the Ukrainian People's Republic was proclaimed as an integral (autonomous) part of the Russian
Federal Republic. This became one of the largest conquests, the apogee of the Ukrainian revolution [75; 76].

The creation of the Ukrainian People's Republic marked the realization of a fundamental historical pattern. With deep
historical roots, strong traditions, original customs and achievements, rich culture and spirituality, their own language,
the Ukrainian people for centuries languished under social and national oppression.



Over the centuries of oppression and exploitation, the ethnos has accumulated a gigantic liberating potential of protest,
a natural striving for freedom, will, an irrepressible striving to choose the perspective and manage social life. Therefore,
from the first days of the February Revolution, the Ukrainians joined the social process of democratic reforms as a
powerful stream, making a significant contribution to the irreversibility of the begun reorganization of society.

The core, the defining content of the Ukrainian revolution was the struggle to achieve a magnificent goal — the revival of
the Ukrainian nation in all, without exception, manifestations of its existence - economic, political, statist, spiritual. The
leaders of the Ukrainian cause believed that a full-scale solution to such a problem was inconceivable without its organic
linking with urgent social transformations in favor of the absolute majority of the nation — the working people. It was in
this that the deep democratic meaning of the started struggle was seen, and it also determined the essential content and
character of the national revolution.

And the first, undoubtedly, the most difficult historically conditioned and decisive, fateful step was taken in the national
revolutionary impulse.

- The formation of the Ukrainian People's Republic became that starting base, a solid platform on which subsequent
actions and advances took place — the proclamation of Ukraine as an independent, independent, free, sovereign state of
the Ukrainian people, the annexation of the Western Ukrainian People's Republic to the Dnieper Ukraine in January
1919.

For the first time in many centuries, the people had the opportunity to name their homeland, the conquered statehood —
the republic — by their own, Ukrainian name. With this name, the revived statehood appeared before the whole world
and has never disappeared from the political arena as a subject of international life.

- Proclaiming the establishment of Soviet power in Ukraine, the First All-Ukrainian Congress of Soviets of Workers 'and
Soldiers' Deputies (December 1917) retained its official name — the Ukrainian People's Republic. Paying tribute to the
extremely important and popular idea of the federal reorganization of Russia at that time, the envoys of the Soviets of
Ukraine unanimously declared that Soviet Ukraine was becoming a federal part of the Russian republic, of course, a
Soviet, socialist one.

It should obviously be taken into account that the territory of the Ukrainian Socialist Soviet Republic, up to 1939, was
determined by the boundaries outlined in the documents of the Ukrainian People's Republic at the time of its birth.

Therefore, the Ukrainian Revolution, the Ukrainian People's Republic deserve to be recognized as extremely important,
turning-point and starting historical milestones in the life of the Ukrainian people, occupying a special place in their
consciousness and national memory.

SOCIAL AND NATIONAL COMPONENTS OF THE POLITICAL STRUGGLE

Naturally, the implementation of the basic outlines and parameters of the concept of the Ukrainian revolution, briefly
recreated above in general form, in a concrete approximation turned out to be a very difficult matter, and the calculations
and conclusions of the leaders were not always justified. This was especially evident in the context of relations with all-
Russian processes.

- In this regard, it is extremely important not to limit ourselves to the historical reconstruction of events in the region that
fall under the concept of the Ukrainian revolution. Indeed, here, as in a constituent part of Russia (at least — until
January-March 1918), processes developed, the impulses of which emanated mainly from Petrograd. And here, the
tendencies of the social revolution were fully embodied, which somewhat earlier were usually qualified as the transition
from the bourgeois democratic revolution to the socialist one, the defense of the latter's gains in the Civil War. Moreover,
the scale and intensity of revolutionizing social processes in Ukraine often exceeded (and sometimes seriously) the
analogous values in other regions. For example, the growth rate of the most radical force — the Bolsheviks in 1917 in
Ukraine was twice as high as the all-Russian indicators. The proportion of Bolshevized Soviets of Workers', Soldiers'
and Peasants' Deputies turned out to be much larger in the fall — winter of 1917. Due to objective factors, a relatively
higher number, degree of concentration and social activity of the proletarian Left Bank, outstripping the aggravation of
contradictions on the "distant" — Southwestern and Romanian fronts and in the front-line zone, including due to the
looming crisis in relations with the Polish landowners of the Right Bank — in Ukraine as a whole, the gravitation towards



socialist ideas and their immediate implementation was undoubtedly relatively stronger than in other national regions
and in many Great Russian provinces.

- Naturally, these tendencies were not only quite serious organic components of the all-Russian processes, but the
further, the more, especially after October 1917, they came into conflict with the course of the Ukrainian revolution,
whose leadership entered the path of confrontation with the new Petrograd government. Awkward attempts to give them
a foreign policy coloration (Ukrainian-Russian) "sin" with bias, elementarily at odds with the facts. The appeals to the
“fifth column”, which are called the Russian or Russified proletariat of Donbass and the industrial Left Bank, are not
“saved” either. Did the inhabitants of the region cease to be citizens of the same Ukraine by the time of the revolution,
and in the overwhelming majority in the second or third generation? And for the sake of objectivity, it should be admitted
that the main cause of the Civil War was the internal split in the Ukrainian society, which reached its climax by the
beginning of December 1917, which soon grew into large-scale military operations. This gives reason to believe that it
was then that the first salvoes of the Civil War in Ukraine were fired, which lasted for another three long years, which
brought numerous victims and devastation.

The fact remains that the supporters of Soviet power in Ukraine for all three years relied on moral and material
(including military) support, the help of the RSFSR, which largely predetermined the outcome of the struggle for power in
Ukraine.

An important role was played by the fact that the Soviet government in Ukraine and in Russia consistently defended the
interests of the main, predominant mass of the people — the working strata. In addition to the social policy oriented
towards them, the supporters of the socialist revolution proposed and implemented a constructive national policy, which
was based on the equality of nations and the expectation of their cooperation and mutual assistance. If, however, in this
delicate, sensitive area, mistakes and mistakes were made, as, for example, in 1919, the leadership of the Communist
Party found ways to respond quickly, adjusting the course, taking into account national sentiments and interests.

- The most important point for the essential and terminological designation experienced by Ukraine in 1917-1920
historical period is the fact that, in addition to the above-mentioned really unfolding Russian and Ukrainian revolutions,
the events in the region were also greatly influenced by the November (1918) revolution in Germany, the revolutionary
collapse of the Austro-Hungarian Empire in the fall of the same year, the liberation (national-democratic) revolution in
the Western Ukrainian lands (Eastern Galicia, Northern Bukovina and Transcarpathia), which led to the formation of the
Western Ukrainian People's Republic, the revolution of the spring of 1919 in Hungary. Taking these circumstances into
account speaks in favor of the fact that the definition of "Ukraine in the revolutionary era of 1917-1920" is more rational
and adequate to the actual state of affairs. (as an option — "The revolutionary era of 1917—1920 in Ukraine") or other
options in the indicated logic.

- Returning to the internal Ukrainian tendencies, it is fundamentally important to pay due attention to the transformations
that the Ukrainian political parties have gone through, primarily the most influential of them — the Ukrainian Socialist-
Revolutionaries and Ukrainian Social Democrats in 1917-1920. As a result of fermentation, vacillation, splits,
delimitations, their most active, business-like elements (parts) emerged from their midst, evolving to communist
positions, forming national-communist parties — the Ukrainian Communist Party (Borotbists) and the Ukrainian
Communist Party. Having entered into an agreement with the Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Ukraine, having turned
into government entities, it was they who predetermined the vector and filling with a new content-orientation of the
Ukrainian revolution in 1919-1920 — transformation of the originally proper national-democratic revolution into a
national-socialist one. The masses who followed in the same channel, at least their critical majority, finally tipped the
political choice in favor of the ideas and camp of the socialist revolution.

THE UKRAINIAN FACTOR AND THE ALL-RUSSIAN REVOLUTIONARY PROCESS

The crystallized and the above scheme-plot of the development of revolutionary events in Ukraine, based on real facts,
documents in their unbiased, unbiased interpretation with the help of scientific methodology, reliable research logic,
today seems to be approaching objective and constructive, can quite organically "fit" into the concept of the Great
Russian Revolution. At the same time, it is important to emphasize once again that the consideration of the problem
should be carried out not only along the line of the Russian revolution — the Ukrainian revolution (this, as can be seen
from the above, although important, but still only part of the complex political, social spectrum). It may be preferable,



more productive to talk about the place and role of the Ukrainian factor in the all-Russian processes, as well as their
interconnection, mutual influence [77; 78].

Of course, at different stages, the aforementioned effect of individual components of the Ukrainian factor (in some
understanding and measurement of the Ukrainian issue) was unequal, changeable, “pulsating”. So, for a long time, the
leadership of the Ukrainian revolution tried to prove to the Provisional Government that it is a loyal ally of the Russian
government in democratizing public life in the country, which must be a component of obligatory progress in resolving
the national question. When the very limited, modest proposals of the Ukrainians (the promise of introducing territorial
autonomy) were followed only by refusals and threats from official Petrograd, experiencing powerful mass pressure from
the "lower classes", the Central Rada went on to proclaim the autonomy of Ukraine (of course, without breaking away
from Russia). This move caused a stir in the ruling circles. On an emergency basis, 4 out of 12 ministers of the
Provisional Government who made up the then cabinet (i.e., the third part) went to Kiev for negotiations. The aim was to
muffle the possible resonance from the "daring initiative" emanating from the largest national region, perceived as the
most dangerous (even treacherous) step aimed at splitting the country, and even in the context of the ongoing war.

Certain concessions (in essence — legalization of the actions of the Central Rada and the General Secretariat) made by
the Provisional Government to save the situation are very convincing and indicative evidence of the objective
introduction of the Ukrainian problem into the highest political, state orbit of the moment, which had difficult
consequences for the revolutionary dynamics as a whole.

A vivid proof of the leading role of Ukrainian figures in the national movements of the whole country was the Congress of
the (formerly "non-state" — "oppressed") peoples of Russia on September 8-15, 1917 in Kiev.

The unwillingness, as well as the inability of the Provisional Government to objectively assess the strength, scale of the
Ukrainian revolution, attempts to oppose it in every possible way, led to the fact that on critical days for the Russian
Republic (late October — early November 1917) the Central Rada in one of the most important the whole country of the
points of confrontation (Kiev) at first took a neutral position between supporters and opponents of the socialist
revolution, and then considered it expedient to abandon interaction with military formations that remained loyal to the
Provisional Government, calmly observing their "exodus" to the Don, or even considering it as the relaxation of the
conflict, which promises to facilitate her way to power.

There are many examples of Ukrainian factors influence (in the person of the Ukrainian revolution) on the course and
breaks of the Russian revolution. Among those that had very serious consequences were the upheavals at the Brest
Peace Conference, the treaties signed on behalf of the Central Rada, which had a most serious impact on development
of the pan-European revolutionary crisis and led to considerable complications in the position of RSFSR, in prolongation
of the socialist revolution.

And in the spring of 1919, the army of the Ukrainian People's Republic became an obstacle to the implementation of the
emerging plans for the formation of a chain of Soviet republics — RSFSR — Ukrainian SSR — Hungarian Soviet Republic,
which assumed spread of socialist revolutions to the West.

Naturally, the Ukrainian factor made itself felt in another dimension, in particular, in the formation of a united front in the
struggle against the forces of internal and external counterrevolution. This was especially effective after the formation of
the Military-Political Union of Soviet Republics (June 1, 1919). The latter's assets include joint victories over the White
Guard troops of A. Denikin and V. Wrangel, Polish interventionists, Petliura formations and anarcho-insurgency.

Obviously, a clear underestimation of the potentials and real actions of just such a (cumulative) Ukrainian factor is its
interpretation, which is being formed today, in the concept of the Great Russian Revolution. Only one of the social flows
in the region is taken into account — the national liberation one (which actually existed and quite powerful, partly with an
increasing anti-Great Russian component). Therefore, there is a negative attitude towards the Ukrainian revolution, as
well as towards other national revolutions.

Most likely, this position is the embodiment of a one-sided approach and can (yes, indeed, it should) be adjusted. The
direction of the necessary clarifications and changes is already visible today quite transparently. So, within the
framework of a special Project, implemented under the auspices of the North-West Branch of the Scientific Council of
the Russian Academy of Sciences "History of Social Reforms, Movements and Revolutions", a content analysis of the



responses of 25 prominent Russian and foreign historians to the question: What impact did the "national question "on
the outcome of the civil war in Russia? (naturally, it can be projected with good reason on the question of the role of the
national question in the fate of the Great Russian Revolution). 14 researchers gave the answer: "Very important", 7 —
"Relatively unimportant", and 3 formulated other, their own considerations [79, pp. 11-183, 192, 244-248].

It should be noted that in the last three answers, in essence, they also support, although more with an emphasis on a
differentiated regional approach, the idea of the great importance of the national question [79, pp. 247-248]. However, 4
out of 7 who chose the answer "Relatively unimportant" did so with various reservations, recognizing the importance of
the national issue at least in part, or under certain conditions, at certain stages [79, pp. 246—247]. And only three
respondents gave a categorical answer "Relatively unimportant" without explanation [79, p. 247].

The conclusion of the scientist who carried out the content analysis, a prominent specialist on the problems of the period
V. Kalashnikov, is justified and convincing in all respects: “Most authors consider the national question a very important
factor — one of those that determined the outcome of the Civil War all noted the advantages of the national program of
the Bolsheviks in comparison with the program of the white movement. At the same time, a number of authors saw
these advantages not only for achieving a military victory over the enemy, but also for recreating a multinational federal
state from parts of the disintegrated Russian Empire” [79, p. 248].

The above conclusions and considerations, summarizing the results of serious research, based on a real research base,
indicate that the revolution in Russia, inhabited mainly by non-Russian peoples and nationalities, was great and
victorious also because in the difficult contradictory revolutionary struggles the vectors of most streams at the end the
ends came close and coincided. And this happened to a decisive extent because social and national interests and
factors, aspirations of the majority of residents of the center and periphery, the outskirts of Russia, converged on a
common denominator.

It seems that taking into account the above point of view can at least to some extent affect the "reconciliation" and
coordination of the concepts of the Great Russian and Ukrainian revolutions. The historiographic effect seems to be
undeniable, capable of benefiting the scientific comprehension of one of the most complex and confusing problems of
our common past.

CONCLUSION. ACTUAL HISTORIOGRAPHIC PROBLEMS

Summarizing the above conclusions and assessments to the level of several lapidary, most important, key
considerations, which in a certain sense can be considered both as a generalized result of the research work carried
out, and as emerging proposals (of course, of a subjective nature) for further comprehension, substantiation of
conceptual foundations of very difficult conflicting pages of historical experience at one of its turning points, one can
conclude:

¢ In the context of the increasingly influential concept of the Great Russian Revolution, it seems promising to
deepen, concretize the study of diverse and multidimensional events in the national regions of the country, in
particular, in Ukraine, focus on additional substantive assessment (maybe a certain revaluation) of the so-
called, but completely not a formal or secondary and insignificant, Ukrainian factor in the all-Russian
revolutionary processes. It is required to find a reasonably balanced, scientifically verified assessment of the
contribution of the population of the largest national region, together with other societies, to the social progress
of the whole country, which, in fact, constituted the essential core, the ideological orientation of the Great
Russian Revolution, became an integral part of its development and, ultimately the result, a successful
implementation.

* Developing and improving the scientific plot of the Ukrainian revolution, it would probably be logical, it would be
advisable to make efforts to reveal the real correlation, the combination of social and national components of
the then social life, to substantively understand the relationship and interdependence of the development of
events in the center of Russia in retrospective reconstructions of the difficult past and on the periphery, in
Ukraine. The most important task is to comprehend, in all its complexity and multidimensionality, the degree of
influence of national liberation tendencies, national-state aspirations, self-determined actions caused by them
on the revival of national life in conditions of an incredible aggravation of the class struggle and cardinal socio-
economic, political changes, and an increase in the level of public consciousness. It is necessary to develop a
scientific qualification, adequate to the experienced experience, of the obvious achievements, gains of the
national democratic revolution, while objectively taking into account the remaining unresolved problems,
miscalculations, shortcomings, mistakes, failures and final defeat. A certain correction of the general view of
the essence and assessment of the Ukrainian revolution can be counted on with a constructive desire to "fit"

the national phenomenon as organically as possible into the outline of the European revolutionary tendencies
and upheavals that filled the era.

It seems quite rational to apply the indicated approaches to overcome the existing disagreements regarding the
perception and interpretation of the Civil War — on the one hand, a derivative of revolutionary cataclysms, and
on the other, having very essential, characteristic differences. It is hardly justified, in particular, to once again
resort to schemes rooted in the theory of classlessness and bourgeoisness of the Ukrainian nation, long
debunked and refuted by real facts. Undoubtedly, it is necessary to get away from the relapses of one-sided,
selective interpretations of such phenomena as foreign aggression and occupation, which are firmly intertwined
with the Civil War. At the same time, special attention should be focused on military statistics, careful
consideration in each separate armed action, campaign of the ratio of foreign, foreign military contingents and
participants in heterogeneous processes from local citizens, that is, external and internal subjective factors.
Undoubtedly, the more consistently, more fundamentally scientific principles, criteria will be adhered to in
research practice, opportunistic bias, bias, ideologization, politicization of historical experience will be
excluded, limited, the more sincere the interest in penetrating into the meaning of creative searches of
competing schools, understanding and perception inherent in another (the opposing) side of productive
achievements, the more there will be reasonable hopes for approaching historical truth, drawing instructive
lessons from the past, grounds for reliable forecasting and choosing the best ways to strive for the future.

For the period 1960-1991 the combat structure of the Pacific fleet included 253 submarines, which represented all
classes: the main ones were (in terms of solving the tasks and combat capabilities) nuclear submarines — 93 (32 units
with ballistic missiles, 33 units with cruise missiles and 28 units. multi-purpose), diesel submarines — 160 (with
ballistic missiles — 15 units, with cruise missiles — 7 units, multi-purpose-104 units and 25 small submarines of the
XV series, special purpose — 9). The history of submarines with cruise missiles (installation of cruise missiles on
submarines) began in may 1946, when the USSR Council of Ministers issued a Resolution on the formation of a Special
Committee on jet technology under the Council of Ministers of the USSR, and in 1955 the development of two P-5 and
P—10 cruise missiles for submarines was started. In 1956, work began on the creation of nuclear-powered missile
submarines of project 675, equipped with anti-ship cruise missiles P-6, and strategic cruise missiles P-5M, which were
intended to destroy coastal targets. Submarines with cruise missiles at the USSR Pacific fleet were represented by
submarines (40 units) of 3 generations of 7 projects: 1st generation-644 (1 unit), 655 (2 units), 651 (4), 659 (5), 675 (14
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units); 2nd generation — 670 (11 units); 3rd generation — 949A (3 units), — and with modernization — 10 projects (and
675K, 675MK, 675MKV). Carriers of cruise missiles were both diesel (7 units) and nuclear (33 units) submarines (PL).
Diesel submarines with cruise missiles (DPLRK) entered the Pacific fleet in the first half of the 1960s: in 1960 — PR.644,
in 1962 — PR. 665, in 1965 — PR. 651. Nuclear submarines with cruise missiles (APLR) began to arrive almost
simultaneously with DPRK, but if DPRK since 1966 had ceased to PAC, then APLRS he joined the Navy thirty years:
